I. The Station, after reference incident, felt more strongly 
than ever thar.it really did not have a complete assessment of 
TICHBORN in the sense of what is hfs real ideological viewpoint. 
This Is not to say that the Station was overly concerned that 
TICHBQRN was flirting w i th the o.ppos i t ion. As a result of the 
events described below, the Stat ion - fee 1s i t. has. a reasonably ... 
clear idea on those points now.

2. On 15 May, being a Saturday and two days prior to 
TICHBORN entering a Mexican hospital for a long-delayed and 
somewhat apprehensive (on his part) hernia operation, TICHBORN 
was in an unusually loquacious mood for a luncheon engagement 
with the Station case officer. He showed little opposition to
three good Manhat tans and, 
officer felt he was seeing clearly TICHBORN "the person

for the first time, the Station case

not TICHBORN "the lawyer". In other words, there was no protective
veneer involved in the rather long luncheon discussion which I
followed. The issue which brought forth the entire discussion I
was reaction of the Mexican intellectual to the Dominican Republic I 
situation. In the process, TICHBORN brought out very sincerely, | 

.passionately, and clearly the following points: I

a. When he was a trial lawyer in California for five |
years, his real Inclinations were what he termed "leftist". He I
harbored a number of "reservations" about the way that things I
were or were not happening in the.U.S. under the U.S. system. I

themselves into action, but nonetheless points of real concern 
to. him. Then, he came to Mexico for a period to get "that" novel 
and writing-off his chest: during. that period, he sow the 
Mexican system gnu some of the Latin American Systems. At that, 
juncture, he became very much aware'of the fact that it was the 
"system" that counted, in spite of whatever Imperfections existed, 
and that there "was, and Is, nothing- that can anywhere nearly 
approach-the U.S. system". As he. said, "Sure, there are. a lot 
of things wrong. because- of decisions made by hu.-hao-bc Ings who 
are fallible and have their own interests to lock after, but 
there Is so much good and so many compensations on the plus side 
of the system and the way it works, you can afford to'recognize 
the wrongs and work them out within the. system". He said that 
this was sb'obvious from abroad that he just ,wondered why he 
ever had worried about Incident's and didn't realize that it 
was the "system" that mattered.I

b. Ho told about some of the discussions he had had with 
leftist Mexican intellectuals cri these points such as, "Is the 
Soviet system capable of producing and absorbing such pictures 
as 'Dr. Strangelove' or having at John Steinbeck writ? a 'Grapes 
of broth' and run off with all prizes in the writing and motion 
picture field? Can you even approximate that in Mexico? Witness 
the furore over 'The Children of Sanchez' here while the 'Grapes 
of V/rath' was every bit as harsh with respect to similar 
circumstances in the U.S. and won everything." On and on. In 
so many words, our system thrives on "self-criticism", and 
there are things to criticize, but what other system in this world 
is not only permissive of that, but thrives on it. And soon, 
He has no doubts about any governments 17sociaI/poIit<ca1/economic 
system in any combination being able to even approach it.

.3- The foregoing is a very brief synopsis of a rambling and 
long philosophic discussion on these points in which TiCHBORN 
concluded his statement and, even, tIrade (his Latin heritage, 
had gotten the better of him at that point) with the statement 
that "My philosophy on this point, and my present sentiments, 
have been forged in the fire of thinking as a leftist critic 
and having come to see and understand a great deal; and they/ 
can't tell me a damn thing about what is the best system nor on 
the .has Is of their present cI reams tarices In their own countries 
have they any right or basis for cf 11iciz Ing the U.S. and its 
actions. Nothing is per/rect, and I can't defend it as being 
perfect, but for every imperfection they try to show me in the 
U.S. and what It has or has not done, t can show them hundreds 
in their country and any other one they try to hold up as a model."

U. In so many words, at least the Station case officer at 
the present time is satisfied In his own mind that TICHBORN was 
speaking sincerely during this discussion and there is no question 
in the Station's mind about where TICHBORN stands ideologically 
even though he may be considered "left of center."

5. Since this Issue seems to hover constantly in trie back- 
qround with TICHBORN Jx>sof^r—45dbj<2ARR^l5—concerned., the Station 
felt it would be a good idea to register the toregoing incident 
and appraisal with Headquarters.

The following information was derived from a transcrip­
tion of a tape made during a meeting with Edward TICHBORN 
in early June IS*?.In Washington, D.C. The purpose of the 
meeting was to debrief TICHBORN concerning his opinions and 
experiences gained from a reednt trip to El Salvador. TICHBORN 
spoke from-notes for the first pert of his report (pp 1-6) 
and answered.specific questions for the remainder.



TRANSCRIPTION

Iwould like to go. into sevurol of tho things that I 
-—have provious 1/ covered in my report, hirst of nil, I aw 

happy to 3i>y that the radio schools started by •t)UKO.N*S 
Group suuned to have.got ten off to a very good s tart. There 
have been about 100 sets distributed so that there nro about 
now something like 10,481 students enrolled in 1,000 of the 
radio schools. It’s apparently had very good success. They 
publishbbokj: that go along with the radio classes. As you 
probably wi 11 remember, there was a literacy campaign thnt 
was fashioned after the idea that was promulgated by Father 
SALCF.D.O In Columbia. Interesting to ®e is the fact that the .. 
radio schools have received about 1,400 letters with suggestions 
and praise and various other cdmiBontarles. Oho of the problems 

/ they are having right how is there isn’t u transmitter powcr- 
ful enough to got much beyond the capital. I understand that 
;i transmitter is on route and it wculd certainly bo a big 
boon to them. Jt seems to ne that the radio is. probnbly the 
most effective way of getting out to the croups In the out­
lying areas. There are no newspapers to speak of, and onco 
you get the listeners heckod on the radio, then of course, 
vou con go from literacy campaigns into various other things 

■ wo hhvu in mind. Incidehtly, these radios as you probably 
realise ard on n fixed frequency, and the program is load by 
a priest, named Father Manuel MOLINA SIERRA.

. Speaking about the priest, It is interesting to note 
that there.has apparently been a considerable shift in the 
attitude of the Catholic Church with respect to reforms in 
San Salvador. It would not ba surprising to note that this 
is probnbly a Hemisphere-wide, if not a world-wide attitude 
on .the part ef I’opo John, the 23rd. You might even kind of 
correlate this to whot is happening in Spain nnd also in 
Portuguol. In LI Salvador, itself, the Bishop issued a letter 
soEOttRO back with the last several months calling for social 
reforms and for immediate changes within the soclr.l structure 

El Salvador. As,I mentioned to you earlier, it caused 
consldorriblo consternation with the so-called ruling 14. As 
a matter of fact, the ambassador mentioned to mo that they 
have been complaining recently that they have lost the big 
three pi liars of strength that they had, the army, the Church, 
and the American Embassy.' As was predictable and I think I 
aicnkloned this in my last report, the so-called 14 and sone of ;
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the less wealthy people In El Salvador hove looked askance 
nt the Alliance for Prepress. I think you will remember that. 
In my last report I predicted that we would have problems 
with respect to many reforms If they were to bo the sine quo 
con of aid from the United States.

Kith respect to the Church, I think it pight bo a good 
idea tc give some very detailed study ns to how wo’ enn exploit 
to the be?: possible extent, the apparent change within tha 
Church net only in L:1 Salvador but all over Latin America, I 
think that it might be a thing that wo should sit around or 
'jooeona sit around for a considerable time trying to analyze 
all the ins and outs, and how we con fit this into the whole 
program of action in Latin America.

Now youusk re in our Informal chats about the structure- 
of these as far ns tfic nationalities of the people involved In'' 
the hierarchy, I think It's In the upper structure, Spaniards 
and Italians; but in the lower structures most of the people 
aro'fro^.tl Salvador and some from Guatemala and that their 
natura1iInc11 hat ion would be to go with the people. I think 
I mentioned in my earlier report that very frequently tho 
priests ■ Ln their early bassos (say at S:00, 6:00 or 7:00 a.m, 
would be attended naturally by the lew-income groups)'would 
ask for social changes and reforms. At the later Masses, they 
would change tho attitudes of their sermons because of the 
different economic comp lox of the people attending church. 
It's interesting to note that the Bishop's letter that was . 
issued with respect to reforms got a verv angry reaction from 
the 14.- !

Now one of the things that 1 note with respect to tho 
general political atmosphere in Sari Salvador Is that there 
seems jto be a considerable confusion among the people with . 
respect to sone of.these reforms. Let's take for example, 
the minimum salary, It is one of the cornerstones of reform 
by the present ruling JUNTA, and it will bo carried through by 
President-elect RIVERA. As of right row, there seems to be a 
very calculated campaign on the part pi’ business and on the 
part of financiers to confuse the people, and they havo done 
a good job of it. I rcbombor talking to many people asking 
thep candidly, "what is this minimum salary all about?" Many 
of then told me the-gbvcrnricnt has decided that they can be paid c 
cnly sc much anil no more. In other words; they hove really con­
verted it into an idea that this is maximum salary. Also there 
has been a considerable laying off of nil people in certain
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-facturies and the reason being given, that the government now 
makes it impossible for us to.keep. :» full staff, and therefore 
we arc reducing. This, of course, could have very serious 
effects on any ability of the government to carry through its 
reforms with respoct to minimum wage. Interesting enough, 
there are even people in the lower classes, who having been 
confused by what it means, are very definitely against the 
whole idea of minimum wage. I .think, here again, it is a 
necessity for the. government either to acquire a newspaper or 

w to buy a considerable interest in or.e/cf them and also to do 
a job of publicizing and.getting the message across with 
respectto the general class of laborers. However, I anticipate 
that this difficulty-that the people, with the economic power, 
are in a good position to at least partially sabotage this 
particular reform by the simple expedient of just laying people 
off and 'biasing' it on the government. Let’s face it, with 
respect to political reform in Latin America, the thing that 
is most meaningful to people is not political liberty, but 
"bread in the belly." Ke have got to constantly bear in mind 
that when we,with our own criteria of political liberties here 
in the United States, go into Latin America we have got to. 
realize that ■sometimes the right to vote and the right to express 

‘dur views is a meaningless concept to a peasant who really is 
worried about whether he gets one tortilla or two tortillas; 
it’s the bread that is the biggest political factor in any part 
of Latin America.. In this respect, it is Interesting to note 
that whereas tho last time I was in iii Salvador there was a 
lot of talk about Fidel Castro that was just kind of spontaneous 
and extempernnoous on the part of sone several hundred people 
that I talked to. This time I also went, through many of.the 
lew-income barrios out in the countryside and talked to a great 
number of people, nnd a great number of them kept mentioning 
Martinez who was the president for about 10 to 12 years back, 
1934 to 45; Many of them, particularly, the older people 
spoke rnthor nostalgically about the times of Martinez when 
there wore jobs and when the prices were low and when even 
though the wages were low, you could buy a full meal and could 
get comparatively comfortable housing. Of course, it is 
known that Martinez .is one of the worst tyrants that they have 
had there; end for a long time the thing they remember Is not 
the repressive measures that he took, not the number of people 
that were slaughtered under his Orders. The thing that is 
remembered now mostly is the fact, that there were more jobs, 
that the prices were low, etc. h'd've got to constantly bear:
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In mind that the things that arc eostly meaningful to these 
groups cf people is whether they are working, the price 
structure, and just the general bare econcr.-.lc needs that arc

i Khat I mean by over publicizing and sloganizing is the I
i fact that almost all over Latin America, the hewsp-apors are ;
; reporting an outpouring of millions and mi 1 lions of dollars,
! and as you might- expect they convert the figures into pesos,
i or other local currency whatever you happen to be, so that

■j - -there is an announcement saying that the Alianza para Progresso 
: has allocated 10 million dollars and then they convert that
i into 120 million pesos; it sounds like an awful lot of money.
i Immediately people have grandiose ideas about what is going i

basically speaking, still some problems among Congress as to .

; specific case about what I feel is an oyer publicizing of j
i the Alliance’s program. In El Salvador the’-e was an announce'
j Kent in the papers that three million dollars had beon ailo-
I catcd by the United States Government for the building of - ■--------  -
i schools. Now, 3 million dollars converted into local currency
j is something like seven and half million colones. That’s a
i big sun of money down there andj of course, it got tremendous
! play in all the newspapers. Kell Lt turned out, what the
! Alliance had 1 n mi nd , a long, wi th the Junto,was to but Id one
i hundred smnl1 schools. This would be 100 schools worth
; around $30,000 n piece. Well, one of the model schools, right
i now, is in the process of constructions in one of the neigh*

berhoods in El Salvador. While I was.there, there was
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considcrable snide criticise, by the press; by a let of the 
population that this was a poor example of Alliance fcr 
Progress spending. It was a small school; it was within the 
desired $30,000 budget, but . I. am thinking that cost of the 
people in LI Salvador having talked about 7,SOO,COO colcnes, 
were expecting palaces to be built. Suddenly you have a very 
siaal 1 school, and it Was being criticized by the press; by the 
people at large. The next day,'.quite fortunately, the Minister 
of Education very cbly took this issue; and quieted it by 
saying: "Ke said we are going to build schools, net palaces." 
But I think, that even this criticise could have bees avoided 
had we announced rather that the expenditure of 3 billion.- 
dollars or 7,-500^000 colc-nes, had we just announced that ’the. 
Alliance for Progress, in cooperation with the El Salvador 
government, was going to build 100 small schools and say so y : 
without any more dressing it up, not even mentioe the aaount 
of money that was going to be spent tn total because then no 
one could expect more than a small school. Also I think it • 
would have been better to have the first schools cutside El 
Salvador, possibly in a little town like Santa Tech la or one 
of the other neighboring towns; and then build the school 
right next to the old school so that there would be a marked 
contrast in every way. You could see it immediately. Certainly 
there is always land available near ell the old schools, and 
Just destroy the old school when ybu’.vc built the'sew one; and 
then really to do a public relations job, get statesents from 
the teachers, from the students, and,• perb.ar-s , have the oldest 
school teacher in the neighborhood lay the cornerstone to the 
school. Really do n public relations job of it on a very 
personal basis rather than trying .to stagger people with huge 
sums of money, This is what I mean by talking in huge figures 
when you can dp; a better job and arouse less expectation ,̂ When 
you have few expectations, almost anything is better; so I 
think if we tnlk little and act big, we’re going to be much 
better off in the long run.

1 think also a very highly over-publicized ^roup is the 
Peace Corps. Here again, I think we’re setting ourselves up 
for some possible difficulty. All of this publicixiag is 
very good for consumption here in the United States; but in 
the world we’re living in now, the same kind of propaganda 
gets outside the United States, Already there are al! kinds 
of jokes about the Peace Corps. Its done a terrific job of 
publicizing here in this country. They get great coverage in
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all the bi" picture magazines. In time there's going to be 
n musical comedy about the Peace' Corps. ?\11 this is great
stuff as far as the United States is concerned, but I’m 
afraid it is going to create serious problems abroad. .Actually 
the actual observable benefit of the Peace Corps in the 
various areas will be very minimal when you consider, for 
example, they have about 29 people- that will be in the Peace 
Corp in San Salvador. They’re not going tc be able to make 
much of a dent in, separate communities, because they are 
separated. As I understand it, from talking to the manager 
of the Peace Corps for the Central American area; most of 
these kids will be alone, in the.vi1lages they are going to, 
and whatever-they do is not going to be very observable as 
far as the genera]population is concerned. Unfortunately, 
one'of the things that we haven’t yet learned in our thinking 
about these under-developed countries is the fact that we do , 
such naive things as this: therez-is an elderly lady about 63 
years of age that has been assigned to one of the small 
villages in southern El Salvador and her expertise is home 
economics. If you have ever been to one of these small 
villages and if you have seen that they subsist0 and 1 say 
subsist, merely on/a snail supply of beans and maybe one or 
two tortillas; and the difference between the supply of one. 
or two tortillas is’ a very meaningful one. When you. start 
talking about balancing the diet and varying the diet and 
having a home economics expert to teach them this, this gets 
pretty ironic. This is precisely the thing that could 
easily be open to criticism and easily open to satire. I can 
imagine if I were someone in a position of Dr. Jose Rodriguez 
RUIZ, who was a very left leaning Dean of the School of 
Economics, in El Salv.ador--if I really wanted to cede on one 
issue and ridicule it, I would talk about this person who was 
an expert on home economics; balanced dieting; and how many 
vegetables you should have; what variety' of vegetables, how 
much cottage cheese you should have; and the whole thing in the 
balanced diet. I could murder this whole thing in very short 
time and sake it very ridiculous.

1 think these are things that, we’ve got to think about. 
Wc've got to think about all the possible weaknesses,. how this 
thing can be turned around. I know that in the United States, 
I know that in the hometown of this woman (she’s from Nebraska) 
it sounds absolutely starvelous.and this home economics expert 
is going down to a little Latin American country and tell then 
all about home economics; but from the point of view of the 
Latin American it’s sheer irony and it’s susceptible to attack.

' *.'!th respect to your question about the influence
of the Church with the empesinos .in other parts of the 
community; I think that it's probably true all over 
Latin America that the Church has great influence on the 

' thinking of the population. It’s interesting to note 
that in San Salvador and Ncxico the real church goers 
are the women and not the ren, but the men are-very certain "/ 
that their wives go to church so that they’re their

. surrogates and that' they take their chi Idren along with 
.them. Although. they are not great church goers, I. think • ...

. : they are Catholics and are greatly influenced by the priests.

You asked whether the people in Li Salvador are. • 
aware that there have been food shortages in Cuba and that 

.the Castro prograe is undergoing serious difficulties and 
..the answer to that is ’‘yes". As a matter of fact I was 

interested in this when 1 talked to various people,- including 
. cab drivers and beys that shine your shoes, people working 

in the markets, and some of the campesinos. Ther* is an 
awareness, certainly in the city, that Castro is having his 
difficulties. One of the things that is interesting and, 
of course, I think this may be referable to their Church 
influence, is that the word Communism per se still has a 
serious effect on people. I think it’s one of the things 
they talk abbut--sccial reform, etc., etc., but, the tag —■ 
Communism is still a vory harsh tag in the Latin Are rican-— 
mind. I think this is one of the serious errors Castro ' 
made from his point of view was to declare hiniself a . 
Communist and a Marxist-Lenhinist because many people that 
might have gone along with him at that moment got frightened 
off. There is an awareness that he is having troubles and 

..that the Revolution hasn’t gene along on the way it has. 
Also there was a lot of talk among a certain group of 
people tha' 1 talked with>*these were some workers from a 
textile mill, that there had been an auful lot of killing 

, that was done by Castro. Apparently, there had been 
pictures of a lot of executions in some of the Latin American 
newspapers; and this has had an effect on them.

With respect to the government prosecuting anyone for 
violation of the minimum wage law: As far as 1 understand, 
it’s still in its infancy. 1 think the belief of the 
government is that if they, start to impose any violations 
this might have a serious effect in getting the prograu 
across* But in this respect, I’d like to mention the 
seventh day wage that was passed about a year ago when -I
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was in Salvador apparently is working fairly well. You’ll 
recall that this was accepting with the Bible that if i 
anyone worked for six days (this was referable to the I 
caopcsinns) h> was entitled to the seventh day pay. I was' 
worried at the lite and rent 1 oned tr.y worries to f.horetic ' 
(Phonetic) and also the Minister of 1’conorics .who was at 
breakfast with us at that time, that one of the possible 
danrers of any reform is that it is not carried through 
intel 11 sently and forcibly. It is hotter not to have a . I 
reform, not to announce □ new idea, not to arouse expects* 
ticns, if there is going to be violation of those 
expectations. At-that time it was contemplated that the ' 
army would administer the program of the seventh day pay. 
Apparently they have changed their mind on that and have a 
civilian group, that is administering the program; there 
has been no real scandal with respect to violations of 
this. I was a little fearful that a local army guy Would 
get paid off by some of the big plantation owners and thus 
be permitted to do all kinds of vlolntlons. Apparently 
this has not happened, and they've been pretty effective 
in the administration. |

My big objection nt that tine was that again the ; 
minimum salary thing was not properly publicized. They; 
could have had all kinds of radio and television programs, 
interviews with the campesinos, and risked them what they 
felt about this and actually doing that kind of public 
relations job which they did not do, 1 think this is true 
with all these reforms. I think that they have got to be 
brought to the' people where you got reaction from the 
people as to the extent of the change, any refem has on their 
personal existence. This again is a matter of attitude; 
a matter of technique in public relations.

Well, it is certainly true thnt there has been a j 
considerable amount of publicity about the Alianza para 
Progress©. I was not aware that it was this specific group 
that was pushing the -program of publication. However, 
harking back to a previous statement, T think;that there is 
a serious possibility that over publicizing of the Alianza 
will cause more trouble than we can nt present anticipate. 
As a natter of fact some of the problems are already 
beginning to arise. I had a long talk with Ambassador 
Gillians on this.nnd 1 think we both agreed that we ought 
to soft pedal much of.the talk about the Alianza; and 
certainly to. stay away from these enormous figures of 
millions of dollars. As far ns the people in Latin America

..... J
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are concerned they really think the world is going to 
change overnight and expect it to change overnight. when 
tho. changes aren't furthering, they are going to be very,- 
embittered and we may possibly create enemies we need not 
have. had. .

I have in aind talking with one man; lie was a 
newspaper vendor and■I happened to see a headline about. . 
the Alianza para Progrcsso, and this of course gave, mo an 
opening to talk to him about ft. I said, "What is this 
going to mean to you?" He said, "I understand they ofc 
going to give me a new house." Someone standing close to 
hits said, "what do you Bean —they’re going to givo you a 
house," and they actually had an argUBent about the thing. 
The man selling the newspapers insisting that’s what they 
were going todo--build him n new house, etc. The other 
man saying that’s -allpropaganda, It's alf demagogy;, they 
say this air the time and nothing is going to occur. The — 
chances are very strong that this man will riot get Into ■ 
a house. The chances are almost equally strong that he 
won’t even get »in epartf>ent because you cannot possibly 
meet the hou.sing shortage in such o place in San Salvador, 
where I doubt more than 10% of the people have adequate 
hygienic dwellings. So here again, well at least, this 
newspaper vendor, has gotten an enormously over bloated 
notion about what we’re going to do. It way bo that in his 
particular esse, .he is mere awaro of the Alianza and more 
aware of the mi 1 ll'bif dotlars because he is selling news' 
papers and aagazines and he is reading about it nil the 
time. Here again I think is one of the dangers with . 
respect to tho publicity about tho Alianza.
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Inc J dent a 11 y, I did see some of the pictures and seise 
of the coverage that was jivcn Hlvcra during his election __ |
cnrp-n 1 gn and whoever handled that, I think, was very • ' |
effective; and I’ve surgested to the Arbnssador that he |

: mightsuggest that the sane people or person he retained |
to accompany Rivera into his position as president.

I. think one of the key persons with respect to the 
left in EJ5alvador is the Oenn of the School of Economics 

.whose name is Jose Rodriguez Puiz. lie is also the son of 
the president of the University* . Now first a word about 

; the young srm»-hc gave a lecture on Marxism one of the nights 
I was there, and I went to the lecture. The hall was 
filled to capacity; there were people standing'ln the 
doorways, and I would estimate there were 400 or SOO people 
there. It was a rather interesting experience because 
from what 1 hoard I had been led to believe that it would ।
be kind of a .rabble reuser nnd that he would try to instigate j
the people into action. Actually what I saw was--personaUy 
it was yory moving, really: He has kind of the manner of . j-
a priest. His voice tends to trsr.ble nt first; but .is ho |
got more Involved, he lost the tremor in his voice and 
sounded more like a very intense professor. The interesting 
thing was when he spoke about the.United States, it was 
more in symbolic torus; there was nothing of real harsh 
personal rancor either in Ms volco, Ms manner, or In what 
he was actually saying; but it was nlinost ns if he were 
referring to in abstraction of the United States. Ho 

didn’t take off on the Ambassador personally. He just talked 
about American aoibnssadors nnd he was bitter, less inclined 
to be sarcastic than merely bitter. He is a very effective 
human bdiny,. I note os I. snt there, ho moved the audience 
that he had, emotional ly.i I could sec one of them kind 
of swallowing and. the tears running down eyes of the girl 
to the left of me. There was really no attempt to rabble 
rouso os such, there was no attempt to get the people out l.» 
the streets as it were. Toward the end he made a very • 
interesting stntement--he; said:”>.'c know that there are 
changes necessary, we know that we have got to free ourselves 
of the imperialist yolc of the United States, and we know 
that these changes have got to core through us; no one is 
going to help us but. ourselves," but ho says in making those
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changes cone about, let us be enrefu! that wc do not ruin 
and that we do not set back our prosrpm by taking 
prec i [■ i t ous bc t i on , without plnr., Suddenly, it camo almost 
as a Jarring note, he ssid-*wcll perhaps wc're not ready 
to act yet, but whatever we do, we’ve got to do It 
reasonably so that we don’t Ipse the revolution as such.
I don't know whether he had eicrence to the fact that 
maybe in Cuba the revolution did not work because certainly 
he was very pro Castro. I think that there was a kind of 
note of wariness in his talk, and it is interesting.

I suggested to the ambassador that it night bc a good 
idea for hiw to set up a meeting with Gul 1 lemo Moscbso 
with the older Jose Napoleon Rodriguez Ruiz who was the 
(rector) of the University, and possibly ask this younger 
fellow, the Dean of the School cf Economics to come along 
and try in effect to have Hoscoso say, "Look, Tknow you 
probably disagree with a lot that we're doing and you are 
very skeptical about the Alianza para Progresso; you're 
very skeptical about the United States per sc. Maybe in 
many senses you're right, maybe in the past you had reason . 
to feel that there has bean Imperialism, but we want to 
indicate to you that we have a change of attitude and just 
give us a chance and I need your counsel and you're an ‘
economist and I want to know. I realize that we may disagree, 
but 1 wanted to meet you anyway." I think that there is 
a pcssibiHty that a person in his ffaoo of mind and I say 
this is only n possibility and it may be very minimal as 
a possibility; Hut there is a chance that we nay be able to 
recreate some kind of ti? with him so that ho is not ns 
bitter and as antagonistic,. I do not think, at least from 
hearing that lecture, that evening that he is entirely 
beyond the pale; and bear in mind that there were no 
Americans, there was no one i-n the audience (that I could 
'detect at least) who were net from El Salvador itself. I 
realize that there may be various opinions with respect to 
this, but 1 did suggest it to the ambassador. He thought 
it might bo a good idea and he may vety well do that. .

Apparently the father, Jose Rodriguez Ruiz, Sr. • 
(Napoleon), is n person who is approachable. Ho is not as 
far to the left as his son. He is a liberal, but he is 
not considered a Communist. There is, I understand, some­
thing in the Embassy about him, but apparently it has been 
checked put and it is felt that he is not a Communist. In 
any event, there has been ,nn invitation extended to him to 
come.to.the United“States. I think, as a matter of fact, 
that with many of these people that if they wore to cuwe to
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the United Stater f.d given some kind of chnnce to 
observe tnc United States fi-st hand, they would be. less 
bitter about us. 1 think that they have adopted sone very 

.dogmatic notions about us; they believe seme of what they 
see in the envies; kinds of snatches of newsreels about 
the situation in the South, Actually, they have a very 
distorted notion,'and some ’of it is a very sincere 
distorted notion. They really believe sese of the things 
they’vc heard. I think if they- would sec us first hand 
they might feel differently. Just as I think sometimes 

/when a lot of these fellows go to Russia or Cuba; they 
cone back disenchanted that it Isn’t, what they have been told 
it is. I kriow that pre. talked to some people in Mexico, 
who have seen Cuba first hand during the Inst year and have 
had noticcabl.e changes of mind as to yhat it is. It’s one 
thing to hear all the good things that the leftists say 
about a thing, but it’s another thing when you actually go 
there and observe some of the tyrannical atmosphere. 1 think 
the same thing is true on the reverse that you can disenchant 
people by sending them .to Russia or to Cuba or behind the Iron 
Curtain. Just ns sometimes you can rub away some of the 
ma 1 imp ress1ons , erroneous impressions by sending people to 
the United States and having thorn live on a campus for 
example, such as Can.br idpo,Michi pan, or any such place where 
they can sec first hanJ that wc ’ re not the oppressors that 
they havebeen led to believe for a long time. Much of this 
is really lack of exposure.

During the ,t ime that I was In.El Salvador about 10 days 
ago, there arosea serious problem of the deportation' of 
Salvadoranlhns from Honduras; and it was all over tho news­
papers, and very strong statements were issued both in the 
editorials and by people over the radio about chasing out- 
some of the Sa 1vsdornnians that had been working in Honduras 
for a long tine. Apparently there has been a rapproachment; 
there were meetings between the foreign ministers and I 
think.tho problem may bo resolved.

It’s interesting to note that El Salvador is the most 
heavily populated country, of Central America. I think they 
have a population of about 120 per square mile, whereas 
Honduras ond Nicaragua have something like 15 op 17 per square 
mile. Therefore, you have n very definite problem of 
space and overpopulation in San Salvador, Tho other thing 
is troditiona 1 ly the people of San Salvador aro supposed 
to be the hardest workers in Central America. I remember 
that Antonio Rivera, a very well-known attorney in San 
Salvador, snid that the Salvadorans were referred to as the
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Japanese o f Cen t r.i 1 America because they’re rhe tough 
workers. Also.there is a considerable anount of Salvador- 
anian capital that is In various industries' throughout 
Central America which is an interesting thine to me. The 
comparison to the Japanese seems to be very appropriate 
in this situation.

! think that the real focus of trouble, if there is 
going to bo any, would be cither the Labor unions or I 
think more particularly in the University. My feelings 
about Central America, generally, is that your revolutions 
do not cose from the caepcsinos or they do not even come 
frop the lower classes. They generally are the middle­
class groups or. the Iow-raid<<lc-class groups. I think in- 
Hovana,: for oxamj»le, Batista was overthrown, not by the 
campesinos butby the piddle classes; and then the 
campesi.nps camo in afterwards because there was very little 
doing outside of Havana even in the Sierra Madres, there 
was only Castro with a small group of people. Khcn Batista 
really tell is when ho had so damn ouch trouble inside of 
Havana. He fled and left beesuse he was having problems of 
sabotage in Havana itself and not because Castro was 
seriously threatening him? from the Sierra Madras, for he 
had actually withdrawn about a month before, if you recall.

I think with respect to the situation in Santo Domingo, 
here again Union Civica National was made up by the intel­
lectuals and Uy the Biddle classes and not by the canpcsinos. 
As a matter of fact, Trujillo has tremendous support and, 
adulation among many of the campesinos and his real basic 
political strength was frets the low economic groups. As a 
matter of. fact the Secret Police was recruited from the 
lower barrios where he had- the toughest little juvenile 
delinquents you' could imagine as a Secret Police, and this 
was a real force. The interesting thing is that right 
after Trujillo died, the first big mass' meet)ng that his 
son had was in the poorest barrio in Santo Domingo because 
he knew that’s whore Trujillo still had basic strength. .

1 think the same thing is true in San Salvador. I 
don't think it will be the campesinos that will give you 
the trouble; It will be the students. Kith respect to the 
student situation, I think they night borrow ;lcaY freer PRl's 
book in dealing with the students. 1 think the government 
ought to make a very strong attempt to fena n liaison 
with the universiti tes and whenever tiiey get ^soiae apt pupils 
to give them a job in tho government, to bring them into 
the various positions b-thin the government and the same 
thing with professors, to hove then as economic advisors
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whenever they can, They're hussr. beings--one, they’ll 
be f lot to red and another thing, they'll need the money. 
I think one of the tilings that eight be helpful with respect 
to the situation in the universities is to try and catch 
some of these students.In the high school level. 1 suggested 
to the ambassador, a plan that would be socething. comparable 
to the Rotary Club's scholarships that are given in 
Colorado. 1 remember that when 1 was going through high 
school, I was given $10 a month by the "ctary'Club and I 
was given a sponsor. I used to acet him once a sonth and 
We'd have lunch. I reEember this very strongly because It 
was Bcaningful to me to have this kind of relationship.
1. think that frany of the businessmen in San Salvador could 
get the bright young guys in the high schools who are 
actually the guys who beccae the effective leaders in the 
college. Get then on the high school level and become 
friends -with then. Once they have gotten to know some of 
ths people who are supposed to be the ogres that they later 
talk about, and have had sone actual financial help from 
them; they arc more apt to be approachable. At least the 
person who has been their sponsor during the time in high 
school can approach them. I think we have got to start 
working on this at a stage before they get to the university. 
Your lenders can be spotted, the people who arc going to 
bo your most effective in colleges can be spotted in the 
high schools. I think that is the time to start bringing 
sb*e of the people in close contact with the government, also 
the business community. I talked to the aebsssador about 
this and he said he felt it was a good idea and was going to 
talk to some of. the people about it. I think, bearing 
in Bind, that the universities arc really power seats in 
many of the Latin American countries. We have got them 
to accept this, as a starting point and then work with this 
and find out what are the elements that produce the 
lenders and when do the lenders first become observable 
and try to catch them at the earliest possible time. I 
think it would ameliorate much of the situation with 
respect tp tho students. The other thing (still on the 
university thing) I've observed in places that I have 
been is that the newspapers in these universities really 
are not newspapers. I think the leftist newspapers ore 
really truly ineffective as far as appealing to the middle 
span. The same thing with the rightist, you have either 
the right or the left. The Catholics, generally speaking, 
have newspapers that are more costly; and they are very 
dogmatic to the right. Then you have the leftist students 
who have poorly printed or poorly.aiBeographed.newspapers 
to the left. I suspect that- the vast number of students 
who are In tho middle never have any newspapers and here.
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I think, is a fertile f1c1d fcr ur Iru the ’
act. I saw a ncwsps-cr in LI 5a 1 vadcr called tho Pa f ly 
Mews; it's an American newspaper. I don't know who is 
the editor of it; but it Is really truly a newspaper and 
it's a ^ccd job. It is well edited; it is a newsy 
periodical and I think it could ho used as 3 format for 
aany of the newspapers in some of these Central American 
universities. In '.'!exi co I think you would have to have 
a printed newspaper because there sre acre resources, 
but a lot can bo done with mimeographed newspapers if 
they are-.made into newspapers. My suggestion would be 
that you have actual news, gossip columns in these 
newspapers about who is going with whom and all that sort 
of stuff, have student programs, have actual news about 
lectures ts?t are given; and make it about two-thirds 
news and about only one-third editorial.. Once you get 
people in as readers then they.will read some of your 
editorial comment. Also it can become the organ to the 

, riddle because none of the middle groups in any of the 
universities I have ever seen have a newspaper that 
speuks for them. I think, for example,' and I mentioned 
this tc Dave Phillips and Bill Carlson in Mexico, that 
there isn't an effective student newspaper at tho 
University of Mexico, This is a place where you have 
83,000 students and this is the growing middle class, 
these are the spokesmen. They don't have a newspaper, 
and I thinkit night be a good idea, for example, to 
h?ye some kind of symposiuis in El Salvador where you 
invite prospective editors of.student newspapers to 
study the techniques of typography; to study the techniques 
of what makes a newspaper readable. Actually La \'uincena 
that is published in Mexico, for example, is obviously 
a political tract. There isn't one single article that 
appears that doesn't have n political pitch, a very 
strong anti-leftist pitch. frankly, it is a boring 
newspaper and typographically it looks very presentable; 
it's an expensive project. Interesting enough in tho 
third issue of it they had a big editorial page saying 
we arc- not supported by the American Embassy; ;»c have, 
gathered our own funds, etc. hell, "Me thickest thou 
protesteth too loudly," is certainly true in that situation. 
As 1 understand it we arc not really sponsoring the 
newspaper, but it has tho look of it, Nene of these 
newspapers have acy ads or anything cf this nature. I 
think that when you don't have any ads or you don't have 
any (parental wherc-withal1) it is always suspected of 
being a paid-fcr newspaper. I think even in these little 
mimeograph sheets.we Could always find people who would 
give a nominal sum, say even a dollar a month, for Just
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nr> ad just ’so you could uno an nd advertising their book 
store or dry goods store tn give it the appearance of a 
newspaper that Is making Its own go and it is not just a 
paid-for yrcpaganda piece. I think there is a great 
need fur these kinds of newspapers in all of these univer­
sities. ‘ 1 would be tickled to death , as a aattcr of. 
fact, for I have a special Interest in this thing, to 
give whatever help I can. 1 know that the Ambassador 
in Salvador is very interested in this.. He is a forser 
newspaper editor; He edited the student newspaper and 
of course it hit h 1 ip inunntj lately as a good idea. I 
edited a student- newspaper arid perhaps that is why I am 
especially ware-of this kind of thing, but I think we’ve 
Bissed the boat many years In this. I think even if we 
have to edit the newspaper ourselves, these organs should 
be in the universities.
