1. Forwarded under separate cover are four reports vritten by .
Wallace B. RCVTCN on the most recent developments of the LIRING”3 
operations. Two of these reports cover the transcripts of two conversa­
tions between LIRING-3, Sergio VALDEZ and Raul JORENO held at the LIRING-3 
safehouse cu 23 and 26 June. On both Instances, the tape produced by - 
the LIRCS1N listening post was of poor quality, but that produced by the 
Uher recorder Installed directly In LIRING-3's safehouse by LIRING-3 end I 
orwraj — ■v-n , ,--- v----- --  - •• • - „ . —   . - . —. . v A W — J . .
technical breakdowns that seem to be the result of some form of in- ;
cosg>atability between the receiver set and the recorder used in the , i 
Installation. Steps nave been taken to remedy this situation. As a : 
result, the technical quality of the LIRCSIN product has gradually Uxroved.

2. The inforsaticn contained in the report dated 6 July provides : "
additional data on VALDEZ's contact with Venezuelan leftists in Caracas. i 
Some of this information was cabled to the Caracas Station in MEXICO CITY 
1954. As pointed c.'t in following correspondence, VALDEZ and MORENO, who 
are disillusioned with Cocra'nist Party backing of the Venezuelan rebels, 
will probably go ahead with their plans for Venezuela with or without : 
LIR1NG”3's advice and support,' at least as far as the establishment of a : 
cocmerclal cover faci’ity is concerned. Neither will VALDEZ and his friend . 
stop there. These two Idealists hope to "branch out" if they can into other . ’ 
areas of Latin America, both Central and Soeth (one of the countries

— was Brazil). Although they have no funds to speak of they can probably find 
enough money among wealthy supporters of the arts such as Maryedlth GARCIA 
In Caracas to get started. A possible trip by LIRING-3 to Venezuela as ■ 
proposed by ROWTON was ruled out by this Station which Intends to Unit 
LIKING-3's involvement with VALDEZ and MORENO to the monitoring of their 
plane. To achieve.this goal, LIRING-3 must take some interest in the 1
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Mexican's commercial ventures. LIRING-3 thus Joined VALDEZ and MORENO ; -----  
in a new company "Colorlut" based in Mexico for Che production and---------------- "
sale of colored glass. Letterbead paper of chia coopany is forwarded 
attached to ROWTON’s 6 July report. "CoJorlur-’ is so far only a paper *»
coopany and the address listed In Its letterhead is that of a workshop 
belonging to a girlfriend of VALDEZ by the nane of "Alejandra". VA1DLZ - 
Is currently producing samples of colored glass in that shop to be sent 
to Maryedltb GARCIA in Veneiut’.a.

3. As for the questions raised in paragraph 4 of CARACAS 7262 and 
in HNMW-15550 concerning ROWTGH's relationship with LIRING-3, the degree 
to which control has been established over that asset, and the tests that 
have been made of his claimed relationship with the Guatesrlan guerrillas, 
we would like to point out; ;

A. That an effort was made recently to clarify the nature of . 
ROW! OS's relationship with both LIRING-3 end LIRING-4 In HMMA-32243. 
The long and short of it is that LIR1NG”3 AND LIRING-4 are at the 
point where they will do almost anything asked by RQVTON without 
asking questions (this has been already touched upon several times 
in the voluminous detailed and time consulting reporting on this 
operation undertaken to keep Headquarters abreast of every minute 
development in the hope of clarifying the very points raised oy 
both Headquarters and the Caracas Station). It is no exaggeration 
to say that L1RIMG“3 has lived a new 1<*» ««-— —....
ROWTOM which he finds interesting and rewarding to the point that . 
in spite of recurring crisis and second thoughts, be is unwilling 
to break with ROWTOM and go back to the way he lived before meeting 
him. LIRING-4, on the cfcer hand, is grateful to ROWTON for helping 
her keep a hush■id she is very much in love with. Both are becoming 
more and more disillusioned with the Cuban "revolutionaries" they 
meet. LIRING-4 recently admitted to ROWTCM that phe has little use 
for the Cuban revolution and has no desire to return to Cuba. This 
does not mean that LIRING-3's political views are not orientated to 
the laft. After prolonged contact with RCWTON. who ha* nade deliberate 
efforts to raise his intellectnol and caterial standards, there la 
little question, however, that LIRING-3 Is not as far to the left 
as he was before and that be is much more of a realist. LIRING-4 
who is not very politically minded Just follows the beliefs of her • 
husband.

Ba LIRING-3's safehouse (as opposed to the apartment where he 
currently lives with his wife) is the target of a technical operation 
and is also covered by LIEEAT. Both products are reviewed in detail 
by ROWTON and his findings sent regularly to Headquarters. ROWTQS 
and Cornelius L. PEUV10M, in addition, both review the product of the 
LIFEAT coverage on the apartment of LIRING-9 (LIRING-4*s ex-boss). 
LIRING-9, VALDEZ and GARCIA of the Guatemalan FAR have been the target 
of Station surveillance. While GARCIA has so far not been identified 
by the LIEKSRACEs (and this is definitely the result of bad luck move 
than specific evasive tactics on the part of GARCIA), the LIEMBRACRa 
periodically surveilled both LIRING-3 and VALDEZ (they also attempted 
to surveil Enrique MORALES but the man they followed turned out to be 
the wrong one). This surveillance has so far produced nothing to 
cast suspicion on LIRING-3. On the contrary, it has established (in 
the case of GARCIA) that LIRING-3 does meet a man corresponding to bls 
description of ^\RCIA. LIRING-3, as well as his wife, has also produced 
an identikit ccnposite of GARCIA which was close-to that produced 
by the LIEMBRACEs and was recently thought by LIREBEL-i to resemble 
Luis CASTILLO Raida (see MEXICO CITY 2139 and HFMA-32398), a known 
Guatemalan Cocsunlrt in Mexico believed to be in contact with the FAR. 
When VALDRZ and MORENO recently started their discussions with him, 
LIRING'3, at his own initiative, had their discuseions recorded.! La 
addition to the above efforts to check LIRING-3'a activities. Chia 
Station raised rhe possibility of having LIRING-3 SGSUIRLFD, passing 
the WCFACT SGSWIRL operator as a technician working for a local ; 
Mexican bank (Mexican banka use SGSWIRL investigative techniques). 
Beadquarters advised that no Spanish speaking SGSWIRL operator would 
be available before 1 June (DIRECTOR 99380). To this Station's ! 
knowledge, no more has been heard on this topic from Headquarters
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else* that date, . _

C, What control factors do we thus have on LIRISG-3 and LHINC-4J 
We have, for exatrple, the fact that he receives a salary Itos EOWTOM 
in return for information on Cuban and leftists subversive activities. 
ROVTCH, at the beginning of the operation, told iTbtxc-3 that bo--- ;—
needed this information for economic purposes. As ROiTOti was in” 
treated la dealing with the Cubans, he had to k_3cv as such ib"it ■ 
their activities as possible. To say that LIRIJ^”3 does not believe 
that ROWTON has motives other than purely economic gain would he 
to underestimate LIRING”3's intelligence. LIRING-3 has several 
times told ROVTON, however, that he does not know what the Letter's 
real motives are and is past caring what they may be. This sakes 
the collection of information on Cuban and leftist activities for 
ROWTON all the more a control factor, as LIRING-3 is in fact 
"spying" on the Cubans and the leftists they support. Public 
knowledge of this would put an end to his relationship with various 
types cf leftist elements, to the money he receives from RCVTCS 
and to the type of life he likes and can cot live without EOWTCS. 
The false Mexican documents that LIKING'S has recently obtained for 
himself and for some of his leftist friends are another source of 
control, Obtaining false documents is a punishable offense in 
Mexico which could get LIRING”3 in jail. The tapes of LIKISG”3‘b 
rerent conversations with VALDEZ and MORENO could also be used as 
a form oct c -ucroi axace .wive cf r.f'TCf’
heard on the tapes before LIRIKG*3’b conversations with the Mexican 
leftists, indicating that LIKING”3 knew that these talks were 
recorded for the benefit of someone unknown to VALDEZ and MjRESO, 
but obviously interested in their plans, Since the Cuban Embassy 
sent the two Mexicans to LIRING-3, the disclosure of the tapes 
existence and of their content could really hurt LIKING-3. We know 
from the technical operation on LIRING“3's safehouse and it's 
LIP EAT coverage that LIRING-3 has a mistress. Although he dees not 
always get along very well with his wife, he has assumed an air jf 
self righteousness during domestic arguments with her. LTRTkc-3 can 
be expected to do his utmost to prevent her from knowing about the 
other woman as such knowledge would personally hurt hie very sxich. 
Finally, the fact that LIKING-4 khas smuggled official documents 
from the Cuban Embassy with the knowledge that tney were espied 
before given back co her as well as the fact that thia had rhe 
blessing of LIRING-3 certainly constitute elements of control on 
LIRING-3 as well as LIKING-4.

this period was the termination of LIEING~4 as "fill in" secretary '
at LIRINC in 28 June. As indicated by ROWTOK, LIRIKG-4 had succeeded ' ■ 
in taking out four more documents from the LIRING "confidential" consular 
file but ROWTON had difficulty with the camera in which he had recently 
been trained and the photographs did not cose out. ROWTON's attest 
to photograph a registry of all PBRUMEN citizens in Mexico previously 
prepared by LIR15G-4 unfortunately had the sane result. LIRING*4 
wanted to keep or destroy this registry as she had prepared it 
entirely on her own and did not see ehy, under the circumstances, 
she should leave it at USING.

center (which was about to close for the day) end obtained, the military 
service card. According to 1/3» Valdez had laid on the whole affair with 
contacts in the office and thus was able to get she card.without diffi­
culty for 1/3 in the name of Zarate. :

1. During the period under review LIHILG/3’s relationship appears re have 
improved, principally as a result of the attention pail to thek (1/3 and 
1/4) Lv the Vice-Xinlsters Figueroa and Aguilera and the fact that LIF.ILG/4 
continued to worz on a voluntary basis at the Consulate. Howton comaeled 
1/3 areinst accepting an invitaticn that might be offer-red to revisit Ha­
vana until his ccmercial cover .-.'as acre firnl.v established and Lis rela- 
tioship with ”Garcia" of FAZ was clarified. Cn the other hand, Lorton coved 
in as rapidly as he could tc exploit the position of HUT. 0-/4 and succeeded 
in persuading her to jjrief bin or. the files and tc briar cut as nary docu­
ments from the confidential file as she securely could. Although lZ2IFG/4*s 
work in the Consulate abruptly terminated on 22 June, ahortlv after the 
return cf senora Araceli Hastrspa de Zscartin from sick leave in Havana, 
she did succeed in bringing out 3 confidential documents, one of.which has 
been retained in the original, three of which were phoregraphed by the 
Station; the other four were photographed hastily by Eowtoi. on the Zuyua 
kit camera, but unfortunately Fcwton had failed to load, the camera properly 
and the operation was. unsuccessful. The entire excercise was, however, sig­
nificant inasmuch as it enabled Roxton to develop a very close operational 
relationship with IZHIZG/4, with the knowledge and assistance of ZHHG/3, 
that will paid excellent dividends in the future in the event that 1/4 is 
again inited to work on the Consulate files. ; ;

2. With regard to other Cuban contacts, IIHEG/3 received a letter from bis

The second
meeting, in a public place, was arranged purposely by 1/3 so that Lawton 
could get a good lock at Garcia it the hope of identifying him from photos 
in the Gobernacion ^ogues-gallery (as Rowtcn alleged). Actually the meet­
ing was surveilled by the Station team, but unfortunately'Garcia left the 
restaurant before the team was able tc pick bin up.

1. Rowtea net with 1/3 at the sa^eouse Iron 1S1O to about 19*0 or. 20 June, 
1967. 1/3 reported with relief that the Vice-Ministers, Aguilera and Figue­
roa had finally left. He and 1/4 were exhaled fren the hand-bolding and 
shopping exercise but he felt that it had paid off in dividends efr the fu­
ture.He added that both Figeuroa and Aguilera bad run out of funds on 17 June 
and were unable tc reinbursexan 1/4 for the bill she had run up in purchasing 
personal items for them ( about 1,2C0 pesos). 1/3 gave Ho.'ton an itemized 
list of the purchases L/4 had made and asked Hcwton to subtract this around 
from any ccapersati:a he aiget wish to give him ans 1/4 for the month. Ee 
confessed that he was disgusted, as was 1/4, vita the "ccmodix.® mentality 
of the vice-ministers, particularly Figueroa, ;ho spent core tine shopping 
than in T173SCG business. 1/3 then recounted that on the coming of 13 Sune
both Aguilera and Figueroa appeared unannounced at his hone, explaining that
they had had a date with the Ambassador to tour the city,, but had foui a the
Ambassaor stillin bed at 1030. "hey left the Zhbassy indignant; and turned tc 
1/3 and 1/4 for help in making some last Einure purchases and Joining then 
in sightseeing for the day.

He .specifically cited 
the relatively intense effort' being made by the UJ.LR tc increase trade with 
Central American countries, including Guatemalan, depite the fact that so­
cialist revolutions were being hurt indirectly by this. He then surprised 
IIHILG/3 by stating categorically that the Cubans were doing everything they 
could to furnish supplies, especially weapons that tad been seized by then 
from counter-revolutionaries, Then L/3 insisted on some details, such as 
how the arcs were being transported and the quantities involved, Garcia re— • 
piled that be ainself was not familiar with such details, but he could put 
L/3 in touch with somecne who could brief him. He then asked L/3 to write 
£cwn the name "Hartinez 2’, exploiting that a person with this name would 
he getzting in touch with L/3 to brief bin. (Ute surveillance:teas noted, 
that 1/3 did write something on a piece of paper during the feting). Garcia 
would not again specify the tine that Kartinez 3. would visit L/'., syaing 
simply that 1/3 should not worry, Kartinez would drop ir to see his soon. ; 
According to L/3, Garcia did concent that the FAS has relatively good weapon, 
but is desperately short of ammunition. He appeared surprisingly bitter to­
ward the Soviet Union and much sore friendly toward the Cubans than on any 
previous occasion.

He 
stressed that he did not feel that LIRIIG/4 had been unfaithful to him or be­
trayed him in any way, but,nevertheless, felt that she was suffering frcx 
sone sort of complex that made life with her unbearable to him. He accused 
LIRIKG/4 of lacking normal maternal instincts toward their child ( 5 years 
old) and of constant neglect of even elemenxtary housework, while at the same 
tine displaying inordinate interest in petty luxuries. He added that he felt 
that LIRING/4 viewed the child (daughter) as a rival and that:this had created 
a violent reaction in the child against her mother, to such ah extent that 
the child, who was visiting his ex-wife’s children over the week-end, refused 
to return home because of her"hatred"of the mother. LIRING/3 ^tated that he 
decided to leave her where she was, when the child became violently ill fol­
lowing his insistence that she return hose. ’
4. LIRIKG/3 stated that this incident, plus a confession by his wife that 3he 

was interested in lite and people pois’de the home,including speficially at
SECEii.w^ '
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one point, Ismail Suarez de la Fez, more than in keeping house,- led LI2IhG/3 
into a vindictive rage which culminated in his destroying the painting he had 
done of her ( recognized ae probably hi? best work} and insisting that she 
request a visa anti depart for Havana on the next flight ( 1 June).

* 5. Rowton did his best to reason with lI211:G/3, pointing out that such a rash 
action would lead only to unreasonable cruelty to LIHING/*,! especially since 
she had no resources of her own and admittedly did not want to return to Cuba 
even though her family was still three. Rowton suggested that he talk that 
same night with her in an attempt to learn her side of the story and make some 
reasonable settlement. LIRIKG/3 agreed and then stressed again that he did not 
suspect LIHIRG/4 of infidelity in any way and believed that;she loved him even 
beyond ream..Hable limits. He then stared that that very afternoon she had. pre­
sented his with one thousand pesos which she said v** help pay off th© uni 
the Lal. up in oeaus roebuck ( in purchases for herfasily prior to her last ■ 
trip to Cuba). 'Jhen URIKG/3 pressed her for the source of the money, she con­
fessed that she had taken it from the Consulate safe (the combinatico of which 
she knows). LIRIbG/3 continued that he insisted immediately that she return 
the money as soon as possible, threatening that if she did not, he would report 
the theft the following corning to in Curbelo personally.

6. LIRIHG/3 added that a contributing factor to the nervous strain he was li­
ving under was the fact the Garcia bad not appeared as anticipated and that 
he did not know when he would recontact hin. He commented that the only cheer­
ful note had been that Sergio Valdez and Raul Kureno had left a note pinned to 
his door that they would be coming by that evening to talk with him at 2000.

. 7. Rowton then proceeded directly to the home of 1IRIHG/3, arriving about 1930.
Be found LIRILG/4 in an obvious state of nervous tension and ^depression. Che 
revealed to Sowton tearfully and with sone hesitation and esbarassment what had 
happened over the week-end between her and IIRiRG/3. She staged that she could

■ not understand LIRIHG/3’s violent reaction and admitted that ’she was planning 
: to return to Cuba, since she had no alternative. She added that she had already
' sent a cable to Ramiro Abreu requesting that he expedite her visa (without ex­

plaining reason) and expected to depart on the 1 June flight. She confessed *
; that she did not want to return to Cuba, and that it had been LIRI^G/3*s de­
i cision. Rowton stated that he would do-bis best to 'calm LIRIKG/3 down both then 
‘ . and later, in the event that LIRIKG/4 had to depart as planned. LIRING/4 stated 

that she would, if possible, remain in communication with Rowton while in Cuba, 
: and return. to Mexico as soon as Rowton could tell her that LIRZRG/3 wanted her 

back. During the conversati n LIRI»;G/4 slowed repeated’ concern- over the welfa­
re of LIRJKG/3 and appeared genuinely devoted to hin despite nis attitude.

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8. At about 2GOO“Rowton's conversation with 1IRING/4 was interrupted by 
appearance of Sergio Valdez and Rafil Moreno who entered the foyer of the 
apartment and asked to see LIRIKG/3* When 1/4 replied that he wets not in 
at the moment they asked when they could see him. Rowton overheard LI21'iG/4 
state that they could find him him the following morning aoout 1030- Ihey 
then left without further delay. Both persons saw Rowton sitting in the 
living room and Morenowalked in, introduced himself to Rowton and returned, 
to the door to continue his conversation with LIRI!;G/4. Neither Rowton nor 
LIRILG/4 introduced Rowton to either Valdez or Roreno, LIkISC/4 simply syaing 
that Rowton was a friend of LIRIRG/3. '

9. Before leaving LIRIKG/4 that evening Rowton made a date to see her again 
at *1700 the following day to talk with her again after he had had a chance to 
See LTRInG/3 the fnllewinc mnrninc-. At f •■'v‘.i'?h took pl?0* ot-'-t
104-5 on 30 May at the safehouse, Rowton found that LIRING/3 completely calmed 
down and in a much more reasonable mood. Be agreed that it would be unwise 
and unjust to send URI2TG/4 against her will to. Havana at this tine and stated 
that he would do his best to continue to live with her and try to understand 
her attitude. He explained that he had spent the entire preceding night talking 
with LIRI1G/4 and that trey had come to an acceptable modus vivendi. LI2SNG/3 
admitted that 1/4*s i-esumption of relations with the local Cuban staff had 
aroused feelings of jealousy in him, but he finally accepted 1/4’s word that 
what she had done was not done because of any personal preference but solely 
to help 1/3 and Rowton in their effort to re-establish good relations with 
the persons concerned. LIRIEG/3 concluded that he would continue to live.with 
1/4 since any other solution at the moment would complicate matters. In reply 
to Rowton’s query he stated that he did not feel that a sudden reversal of 
plans on lIRI$G/4’s part would cause any difficulty via-a-vis the Cubans. He 
explained that neither he nor L/4 had revealed to Curbelo the reason for L/3’s 
sudden request for a visa and that 1/4 could attribute the action to puriely 
family affairs, i.e. that she wanted to visit her family in SxxxSxKgn Cuba. .

10. Rowton suggested that LIRING/3 concentrate on the Guatemala sector and let 
L/4 continue her efforts with the local staff. Ee agreed that L/4 had done a : 
commendable job up to the present and that she was much more| objective and ' 
in fact more capable than he in handling the persons involved. He added that 
he hoped L/4 was at that moment in the Consulate, particularly to return thtf 
1,000 pesos she had taken. Re felt eertain that she could dojso discreetly . 
since she had the combination of the safe and, in any case, yas quite friendly 
with Catalina Cepera and could get to the cash box without attracting atten-
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11. Rowton then saw Llr.l’iG/4 again at “1700 on JO May at the skfehcuae. She 
thanked R,wton for the effort he bad made with 1/3 and stated that she felt 
he had finally calmed down and that things would go relatively! smoothly. She 
promised to continue to work at the Consulate as Ion:.. as her services were 
needed, and added that she had already had a friendly chat with Jorrin. who 
had unexpectedly returned from Havana. She continued that she had always been 

r very friendly with Joi-rin, despite the fact that often he frightens people 
C who^i not _know_him with his sombre appearance. She commented;that Jcrrin was 

a "good man”, who was dedicated to his work and trusted by his superiors. She 
promised Rowton that sh- would get as close to Jorrin as possible in an effort 
to pick up gossip and useful tidbits that Jorrin night mention to her.

12. URIKG/4 then stated that Garcia had appeared at her home! ( Tacubaya) at 
about 1030 that morning ( 30 ^y)< Just after LIRIRG/3 had left to meet with 
Rowton. He simply asked for 1/5, and,when told he was not in, said that he 
would return within the next three days. She added that she had tried to per­
suade him to wait in the apartment for L/3 to return, but he replied that it 
could not spare the time. -

13c From 1/4* s comments on the local Cubans and the revolution in general 
Rowton formed the conclusion that 1/4 is almost totally disillusioned with 
the Castro regime. She feels that L/3 has been treated unjustly in the light 
of the service he has rendered the revolution over the past six years. At no 
poant did 1/4 query Rowton concerning his ultimate objectives with 1/3, and 
she agreed to continue devloping close relations with everyone on the- staff. 
She commented that the Consulate files were in such a state of confusion that 
she had as yet been unable to find any document relating to L/3 ( as requested 
by Rowton) but promised to continue looking discreetly. She said that she sus­
pected that anything important would be in either Curbelo’s files or in the 
custody of Cepeda in the Embassy. 1/4 added that Catalina Cepera and all the 
other wives, with the exception of Olga Martines, worked without compensation.

“14 . Rowton concluded the meeting with a request that 1/4 meet him at 1000 on 
2 June at the Sears Roebuck (Insurgentes) restaurant so that she could show 
Rowton the latest statectn of account at the store. She agreed that she should 
apjtly any money she received from.Rowton in the future to liquidate the out-

1. At his 3 June, 19&7» meeting with Eowton, LI21LC3 mentioned that he 
was quite friendly with Roque Dalton of SI Salvador, who be beli^ed was 
in Prague at the time. L/3 stated that he knew Roque Salt on quite well 
in Havana in '1952-63 ( cf page 107 of "Los Testimonies" of Roque Dalton, 
published in Havana) and recalls the Roque Dalton had confided to him 
at one time that he had been called back: to Hl Salvador to fight with the 
guerrillas in the mountains. According to L/3, Roque Dalton was depressed 
at the prospect but accepted the decision of the Central Committee of the 
Communist Party and left for SI Salvador. L/3 stated to Lorton that he 
did not see Roque Halton again until about mid-1965, or possibly later, 
’.Lan Halton apyva-rcu s'^uuxo unuer an assumed name.

2. On this occasion Roque Dalton confided to L/3 that he had been arrested 
in 21 Salvador some time after his arrival there and was imprisoned. He 
also related that during bis imprisonment he was approached directly by 
VOPACT respresentatives and offered the sun of 5-400 per month on condition 
that he defect and provide the names of his contacts in Havana. Roque 
Dalton told 1/3 that at first he denied ever having been in Havana, but 
was presented with a rebutal re could not answer- namely,’ the Cuban ILLS 
officer who had admitted him to Cuba and who had since defected. Roque 
Dalton continued that dur ng an earthquake he escaped from prison, was 
rearrested, and finally deported to Guatemala and thence to Mexico. He 
concluded that he was traveling to Prague under a false passport.

3. LIRIUG/3 stated that he could recontact Roque Dalton on behalf of Horton 
provided Rowton was interested, and provided, of course, that Roque Dal­
ton returned to Mexico or was located in a place accessible to 1/3*

Es la hora de los homos y no se ha de ver 
mas que la luz.

Ya se han cumplido veintiun anos desde el fin de la ultima 
conflagracion mundial y diversas publicaciones, en infinidad 
de lenguas, celebran el acontecimiento simbolizado en la de- 
rrota del Japon. Hay un clima de aparente optimismo en mu- 
chos sectores de los dispares campos en que el mundo se 
divide.
Veintiun anos sin guerra mundial, en estos tiempos de confron- 
taciones maximas, de choques violentos y cambios repentinos, 
parecen una cifra muy alta. Pero, sin analizar los resultados 
practices de esa paz por la que todos nos manifestamos dis- 
puestos a luchar (la miseria, la degradacion, la explotacion 
cada vez mayor de enormes sectores del mundo) cabe pregun- 
tarse si ella es real.
No es la intencion de estas notas historiar los oiversos con- 
flictos de caracter local que se han sucedido desde la rendi- 
cion del Japan, no es tampoco nuestra tarea hacer el recuento, 
numeroso y creciente, de luchas civiles ocurridas durante 
estos anos de pretendida paz. Bastenos poner como ejemplos 
contra el desmedido optimismo las guerras de Corea 
y Viet-Nam.
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En la primera, tras anos de lucha feroz, la parte norte del pais 
quedo sumida en la mas terrible devastation que figure en 
los anales de Ja guerra moderna; acribillada a bombas; sin 
fabricas, escuelas u hospitales; sin ningun tipo de habitaci6n 
para albergar a diez millones de habitantes.
En esta guerra intervinieron, bajo la fementida bandera de 
las Naciones Unidas, decenas de parses condutidos militar- 
mente por los Estados Unidos, con la participation masiva de 
soldados de esa nacionalidad y el uso, como carne de canon, 
de la poblacion sudcoreana enrolada.
En el otro bando, el ejercito y el pueblo de Corea y los vo­
luntaries de la Republica Popular China contaron con el abas- 
tecimiento y asesoria del aparato militar sovietico. Por parte 
de los norteamericanos se hicieron toda clase de pruebas de 
armas de destruction, excluyendo las termonutieares pero 
incluyendo las bacteriologicas y quimicas, en escala limitada. 
En Viet-Nam, se han sucedido acciones belicas, sostenidas por 
las fuerzaS patrioticas de ese pais casi ininterrumpidamente 
contra tres potencies imperialistas: Japon, cuyo poderio su- 
friera una caida vertical a partir de las bombas de Hiroshima 
y Nagasaki; Francia, que recupera de aquel pais vencido sus 
colonias indochinas e ignoraba las promesas hechas en me­
mentos difidles; y los Estados Unidos, en esta ultima fase 
de la contienda.
Hubieron confrontaciones limitadas en todos los continentes, 
aiin cuando en el Americano, durante mucho tiempo, solo se 
produjeron conatos de lucha de liberation y cuartelazos, 
hasta que la revolution cubana diera su clarinada de alerta 
sobre la importancia de esta region y atrajera las iras impe­
rialistas, obligandola a la defensa de sus costas en Playa 
Giron, primero, y durante la Crisis de Octubre, despues.
Este ultimo incidente pudo haber provocado una guerra de 
incalculables proporciones, al producirse, en torno a Cuba, 
el cheque de norteamericanos y sovieticos.
Pero, evidentemente, el toco de las contradicciones, en este 
momenta, esta radicado en los territories de la peninsula in­
dochina y los paises aledanos. Laos y Viet-Nam son sacudidos 
por guerras civiles, que dejan de ser tales al hacerse presen­
te, con todo su poderio, el imperialismo norteamericano, y 
toda la zona se convierte en una peligrosa espoleta presta a 
detonar.



•En Viet-Nam la confrontacion ha adquirido caracterfsticas de 
una agudeza extrema. Tampoco es nuestra intencidn histo- 
riar esta guerra. Simplemente, senalaremos algunos hitos de 
recuerdo.
En 1954, teas la derrota aniquilante de Dien-Bien-Phu, se fir- 
maron los acuerdos de Ginebra, que dividia al pais en dos zo- 
nas y estipulaba la realization de elecciones en un plazo de 18 
meses para determinar quienes debian gobernar a Viet-Nam y 
como se reunificaria el pais. Los noiieamericanos no firma- 
ron dicho documento, comenzando las maniobras para susti- 
tuir al emperador Bao-Dai. titere frances, por un hombre ade- 

■cuado a sus intenciones. Este resultd ser Ngo-Din-Diem, cuyo 
teagico fin —el de la naranja exprimida por el .’mperialismo— 
es conocido de tocos.
En los meser. posteriores a la iinna del acuerdo, reino el opti- 
mismo en el campo de las fuerzas populares. Se desmante- 
laron reductos de lucha antifrancesa en el sur del pais y se 
espero el cumplimiento de lo pactado. Pero pronto oompren- 
dieron los patriotas que no habria elecciones a menos que 
los Estados Unidos se sintieran capaces de imponer su volun- 
tad en las urnas, cosa que no podia ocurrir, aun utilizando to­
dos los metodos de fraude de ellos conocidos.
Nuevamente se iniciaron las luchas en el sur del pais y fueron 
adquiriendo mayor intensidad hasta Hegar al momento ac­
tual, en que el ejercito norteamericano se compone de casi 
medio milion de invasores, mientras las fuerzas titeres dismi- 
nuyen su numero, y sobre todo, han perdido totalmente la 
combatividad.
Hace cerca de dos anos que los norteamericanos comenzaron 
el bombardeo sistematico de la Republica Democratica de 
Viet-Nam en un iatento mas de frenar la combatividad del sur 
y obligar a una confereneia desde posiciones de fuerza. Al 
principio, los bombardeos fueron mas o menos aislados y se 
revestian de la mascara de represalias por supuestas pro­
vocations del Norte. Despues aumentaron en intensidad y 
metodo, hasta convertirse en una gigantesca batida llevada a 
cabo por las unidades aereas de los Estadcs Unidos, dia a dia, 
con el proposito de destruir todo vestigio de eivilizacion en 
la zona norte del pais. Es un episodio de la tristemente ce- 
lebre escalada.
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Las aspiraciones materiaies del mundo yanqui se han cumpli- 
do en buena parte a pesar de la denodada defensa de las uni- 
dades antiaereas vietnarnitas, de los mas de 1,700 aviones de- 
rribados y de la ayuda del campo socialista en material de 
guerra.
Hay una penosa realidad: Viet-Nam, esa nation que representa 
las aspiraciones, las esperanzas de victoria de todo un mundo 
preterido, esta tragicamente solo. Ese pueblo debe soportar 
los embates de la tecnica norteamericana, casi a mansalva en 
el sur, con algunas posibilidades de defensa en el norte, pero 
siempre solo.
La solidaridad del mundo progresista para con el pueblo de 
Viet-Nam semeja a la amarga ironia que significaba para los 
gladiadores del circo romano el estimulo de la plebe. No se 
trata de desear exitos al agredido, sino de correr su misma 
suerte; acompanarlo a la muerte o la victoria.
Cuando analizamos la soledad vietnamita nos asalta la angus- 
tia de este momento ilogico de la humanidad.
El imperialismo norteamericano es culpable de agresion; sus 
crimenes son inmensos y repartidos por todo el orbe. jYa lo 
sabemos, senores! Pero tambien son eulpables 44 los que en 
el momento de definition vacilaron en hacer de Viet-Nam parte 
inviolable del territorio socialista, corriendo, si, los riesgos de 
una guerra de alcance mundial, pero tambien obligando a una 
decision a los imperialistas norteamericanos. Y son eulpables 
los que mantienen una guerra de denuestos y zancadillas co- 
menzada hace ya buen tiempo por Jos representantes de las 
dos mas grandes potencias del campo socialista.
Preguntemos, para lograr una respuesta honrada: iEsta o no 
aislado el Viet-Nam, haciendo equilibrios peligrosos entre las 
dos potencias en pugna?
Y: ique grandeza la de ese pueblo! jQue estoicismo y valor, 
el de ese pueblo! Y que lection para el mundo entrana esa 
lucha.
Hasta dentro de mucho tiempo no sabremos si el presidente 
Johnson pensaba en serio iniciar algunas de las reformas ne- 
cesariis a un pueblo —para limar aristas de las contradiccio- 
nes de clase que asoman con fuerza explosiva y cada vez mas 
frecuentemente—. Lo cierto es que las mejoras anunciadas 
bajo el pomposo titulo de lucha por la gran sociedad han 
caido en el sumidero de Viet-Nam.
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El mAs grande de los poderes Imperialisms stouts on bus 
entraAas el desangramiento provocado por un pa s pobre y 
atrasado y su fabulosa economla se rcslente del < sfuerzo do 
guerra. Matar deja de ser el mas cbmodo ncgocio de los mo­
nopolies. Armas de contenciAn, y no en numero suficiente, 
es todo lo quo tienen estos soldados maravillosos, idcmAs del 
amor a su patria, a su socledad y un valor a toda pi ueba. Pero

having to expose hinself locally. He, however, did not nenticn any uoney, 
probably became of Rowton’s insulations regarding the 2,000 peso fee al­
ready allegedly p?. a to Rolando Riojas.

Likewise SA5~15(5«5j confirms L/3*a report; to Lowton that he gave 
the original Birth certificate (for a person bom in 1916/ to his 
Guatemalan friend Jacobo Eodriguez Padilla since he hioself could 
not use it and Jacobo had appealed to him to help him obtain some 
sort of false documentation. On 13/5/67 L/3 informed' Bowtlcn that 

Jacobo resides with his son at Calle Marti 252 (as he; recalls from 
memory) in apartment 7-2, and works at IILIZTEI Z.L.C.B. in the Audi- 
torio Kacicnal. However, SAfi-15(5.5) reveals that Jacobo ’informed 
L/3 on 29/4/67 that he does not live at his old address and that he has 
married “Sonia".

Subject: Wallace 3. Rowton Meeting with LIAIKG/3. : ;

1. Rowton net with LIRHTG/3 from 0915 until about 1230 on 13 Kay,1967 
in the safehouse. LI2IhG/3 stated at the outset that he wanted to talk at 
some length with Rowton about their relationship, the work he was doing 
for Rowtcn, and the best course of action he felt he could cost profitably 
follow. Rowton listened patiently throughout the entire session, inter­
rupting only occasionally to ask questions and clarify a point which he 
did not understand. Rowton attacks herwith five sheets upon which LIRIl<G/3 
sketched out his thoughts while talking, which together with Rowton’s com­
ments below, nay provides Headquarters with a better idea of how 1121110/3*8 
mind works. ‘

2» LIRIKG/3 began with a review of what Be described as the current compli­
cated picture( Page 1) He imagined Cuba and Guatemala as an atomic structure 
surrounded by electrons representing the DS3, MIK&, Commrcio, and such 

personalities as Amol Rodriguez, Ousuani Cienfuego and Castro himself.in 
the case of Cuba; and the Government, Communist Party, Montes, Ton Sosa, 
and members of the revolution, in the case of Guatemala. He then pictured 
such entities m£ as Garcia, Havarrete,Jacobo Rodriguez and FAR odd apart 
and below Guatemala and the local embassy ana consulate apart and below 
Cuba. At the bottom he placed such types as Raul Moreno, member of the “ 
Communist Party of Mexico, Sergio Valdez, Trotskyite, Carlos Villasehos : 
and (fnu) Lozano, radical activists attempting to form a guerrilla band 
in Guerero. He added a circle below for the Haitians whom Sergio Valdez 
claims to have been in contact with at his studio off the Monument© de la 
Revoluci6n. LLRIKG/3 then placed himself in the center of this picture.

3. Be than explained that the picture had been confused enough before, but 
what made it more confusing thaW ever to him was the sudden and unexplained 
appearance on the scene of Raul Moreno end his wife Silvia together with 
Ser&to Valdez. LIRIKG/3 explained that he knew each of these persons se­
parately, Silvia Karin de Moreno as the sister of his friend Sergio Gonza­
lez Marin of Comercio and Industrie and a fanatic if rather naive member• ... • ■
of the communist party of Mexico (Silvia), Rati Moreno, as a formal party 
member but somewhat disoriented at the moment, and Sergio Valdez, as an art 
student of his (L/3) and a Trotskyite impatient with the discipline of the 
communist party. 1/3 continued that he never realized that MOreno and 
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Valdez knew each other until the^ came with Silvia to his hone recently. 
Although they talked of art superficially, LIEirG/3 was not clear as to why 
they had uaempocuedly called ou him at that time. The only concrete points 
that cane of the discussion,which eventually turned on politics,] was that 
Moreno claimed to know the FAR representative at the University (propagan­
da responsible) and offered to introduce LIRING/3 to him at the first op­
portunity. L/3 continued that a few days later Sergio Valdez called on him 
alone and after some preliminary remarks staged that he was anxious to get 
in touch with the Cubans and hoped that LIRIRG/3 would be willing to help 
him establish a direct contact with Havana. L/3 commented in reply to How- 
ton’s query, that he thought Valdez was sincere in his desire and believed
that Valdez actually does not have contact with the Cubans, particularly a 
direct link with Havana. He, however, did not exclude the possibility that 
Valdez' request was nothing more than a pretext to ascertain somehow the 
contacts that LIR1I1G/3 himself supposedly had in Havana at a high level. 
4-. LIHEiG/3 concluded his analysis of the present situation by putting forth 
the/^B8is that Garcia and HAH had been behind Valdez' and Moreno’s visit, 

or it least Valdez’ visit( especially since they both reflected Garcia’s 
unhappiness with the Tricontinental and Moreno as quick to volunteer to 
introduce LIHIi.G/3 to the HAH propganda representative at the University. 
LIRIKG/3 then summed the picture up with a comment that it was not aly com­
plicated but he felt that he himself had contributed little more than con­
fusion to Rowton's understanding of the revolutionary situation in Central 
America. He felt himself surrounded by forces he could not understand but 
he confessed that he was intensely interested in continuing his involvement 
despite the personal inconvenience and perplexities it caused him and his 
wife personally. He then mentioned that he was willing even to return to 
Havana if Rowton thought that this night help clarify things. He added that 
he might have an excellent pretext in the near future, and ^explained that 
his friend Felipe Rojas, who had just returned from a brief visit to Havana, 
surprised him the other day by informing him that the Casa .de las Americas 
was thinking of inviting LIRIRG/3 to Havana as a judge of bn art contest.
>. as. an after-thought LIREJG/3 said that of course he intended to query 

Garcia on the whole picture at their next meeting (scheduled for, 18 May) 
hut he was not optimistic that Barcia wquld be willing to c|lear up all his 
questions. - ’ .

5. LIRIKG/3 then turned to the commercial picture (rage 2) and stated that 
he felt a little better in thia setting. He confessed that he knew almost 
nothing about business and had to feel his way along, leaning almost en— . 
tirely on his friendshipfXitXrMtoir Afnwi’ Gonzalez Harin, de stressed that



he had absolutely no financial motivation in his relatioship with Rowtcn, 
and that in fact he personally detested the red tape involved in eetttlnc 
up the business, as well as the need to deal with such peoplesas Sergio 
Arche and his half-brother and various and sundry 5 per canters. He realised 
that his trips and negotiations were costing Sowton money and that there 
was a definite risk that eventually the Mexican police would tie the con- 
mercial cover into Cuban and FAR interests. He then stated that hb felt 
that for this reason he should use the new identity that hi s/bfe^.^'neririwa; 
kad procured through the false Acta Kotorial attesting to the existence 

of Alberto Zarate Vidal in any further business transactions. He added that 
he was now in a position to obtain a/miiiijy^iir^ice card (fraudulant) 

by presenting the acta notorial to the local police. He said that he hoped 
1c UwUll c Scxa ovut.uav nxvu a -oxac musvacae, eyeux'ows,uxxxerent
hairdo etc so that he could avoid easy detection. He asked Rowton ho help 
hjm in this natter if he could by procuring make-up items from France -(where 
he understood the products were best).

6. LIRIKG/3 then stated that what bothered his most about his relationship 
to Rowton thus far was the fact that he had become in effect.totally de­
pendent cn Rowton for financial support. He repeated that his motivation 
was not financial, but as things stood he had to accept money regularly from 
Rowton since he had given up his previous employment in the Secretariat of 
Education. He stated that he did not know what Rowton’s ultimate objectives 
were in the whole affair, commenting (truthfully) that he had never asked 
Rowton nor did he intend to, but he would like to be able in some degree 
to work with Rowton on a more equal basis at least as far as money was con­
cerned. He then stated that he and his wife had talked over the matter at 
great length and came to the conclusion that the best solution would be for 
hin to accept a teaching offer that he had recently received from Artes 
Plasticas of Verac0uz, which would net him about 2,7C>0 p^sos per month. 
This would not quite match what Rowton had been giving him /or his personal 
use ( 3,500 pesos per month) but it would be better than nothing and would 
easily take care of his living expenses and liquidation of his debts at 
Sears Roebuck ( his wife had run up an account of 3,000 pesos .before her . 
last trip to Havana). He explained that he would actually be teaching in 
Jalapa only three days a week — Monday thru Wednesday and could make the 
three-hour trip without difficulty Sunday and Wednesday nights. This would 
also give him financial cover in his true identity ( since he proposed to 
appear in the plastic flower business as Z&rate). He adaed that he realized 
that this would prevent his de voting-, full tine, teethe business development
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but he had foreseen this problem.‘Heproaposhu that his wife Stake over 
the proposed factory in San Cristobal full tine (residing • there as long »* 
as necessary) until the business was going strong enough to ^Justify the 
employment of a manager. LIRIN G/3 assured Lofton that his wife had accepted 
this idea (even welcomed it since she would feel that she was contributing) 
and.Rowton could talk to her privately if he wished to reassure hiaself on 
this point* Ee confessed that even with the above solution he felt bad 
that Rowton had to lay cut 1,600 pesos per month rent for the (safehouse)
apartment plus a relatively large amount for the utilities. He would gladly 
accept Rowton's decision to abandon the apartment and use his hone or a 
very snail studio for their meetings. Rowton crushed this thought aside 
by assuring L/3 that they needed a relatively comfortable and private place 
fur L^e*.x <xo nc^x oo ck yx&ce xor uo meet wxxu ous contacts.
1/3 repeated that he and his wife felt somewhat enb:;, rassed having to.^ex­
plain away the aprtment to their friends and were really quite content to 
live on a mach lower scale, although they appreciated the interest Rowton 
had shown when his wife was ill and needed terser quarters. Incidentally 
L/3 stated that the final diagnosis on his wife was hypothyroid ailment 
rather than leukemia,as originally supposed.

7. Rowton promised to think over these proposals of LIRH;G/3 and let him 
know how he felt about them at their next meeting scheduled for li-CO Op 
15 May. At that meeting Rowton will point out to L/3 the irevitaole com­
plications involved in using an alias and assumed identity for a legitimate 
business, however small,and in dealing with bena fide businessmen such as 
Angelo Arvanitis, not to speak of Mexican and Guatemalan authorities. He 
will also stress that one of the fundamental purposes of the business was 
and remains the establishment of viable legitimate cover for LIRING/3 him­
self, both in the eyes of the Cubans as well as the Guatemalans. The only 
serious rick would appear when and if (assuming that the business got off 
to a fast start)arms were actually shipped through its channels. Howton will 
therefore propose to LIRING/3 that he devote all his energies on the business 
without any real intention of shipping arms at the moment i(but without dis­
closing this to FAS). Ro.ton will add that if it becomes necessary to use the 
business for anus smuggling, he could then ostensibly sell it to Alberto

- Z&rate and perhaps even get a Cuban or Guatemalan to assume that identity. 
Rowton will stress that good financial cover for L/3 is essential for any 

S ■ further productive contacts with Cuba and Central America«and a teaching 
position in Jalapa would certainly not provide this (travql>costs being only 

n one cos., ide ration and the mafr-tehance of thd safehouse a^Ttment another).

Wallace S. Rowton Meetings with 112

1. Scwtcn met with LIRING/3 at 18CO on 18 Hay,1?67, and again at 1CQO 
on 21 Ray.

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Subject: aallace B. Rowton Meeting with LIRI3G/3.

1. Rowton met with LlKll<G/j. at the safehouse at 1600 on 22 May, 1967. 
LI3ING3 reported that "Garcia" had. finally recontacted him, appearing 
at his home (Calzada Tacubaya) the previous evening. According to II- 
RING/3 Garcia apologized for having been delayed in recontacting LXRIRG/3 
and explained that he had been traveling on business. LIHIiiG/3 told Rowton 
that he reported to Garcia that everything was going smoothly' in con­
nection with the flower business, but that things were held up at the mo­
ment pending approval by the Secretariat of Cozserce and Industry of his 
application for an import license. He added that once this license was 
granted he, LIxtlhG/j., might have to return co vuatemaua vaty to wopk out 
final arrangements with Angelo Arvanitis. Garcia replied that he himself 
expected to be in Guatemala in about ten days time and would like to know 
the date LIRIHG/3 might be making the trip. LIRIRG/3 suggested that they 
meet again within the coming week so that he could let Garcia know more 
precisely what his plans were. Garcia promised to revisit LIRING/3 at his 
home late in the evening before the end of the following week ( probably 
26-28 May). URIKG/3 told Rowton that he had briefed LIRI?;G/4 concerning 
Garcia so that in the event that the latter appeared when he was not at 
home, LIRIHG/4 could take a message and/or entertain him,until he returned.

2. Rowton stressed the need to identify Garcia since he felt that future 
serious work involving Garcia could be prperly evaluated and controlled 
only if Rowton and LIRIKG/3 knew the person with whom they were dealing. 
Rowton explained that he was in a position to get a quick look at the photo 
graphs in Gobernacion of the Guatemalans on the black list, and might be 
able to identify Garcia provided he could get a look at him during one of 
hid meetings with LIRIKG/3. The latter agreed with Rowton on this point and 
promised to arrange a rendevous with Garcia at some public place,such.as a 
restaurant, at a predetermined time, so that Rowton could pass by and get 
a good look at Garcia. LIRIJG/3 said that he felt certain he could do this 
when Garcia returned to his apartment the following week. j .

3. LIRIKG/3 stated that he again mentioned to Garcia the outstanding bill 
for the medicines and radio tubes (C240.00) and Garcia again reassured him 
that he would liquidate this debt in the immediate future.

4. Regarding the internal situation in FAR, Garcia commented that matters 
were just about the same their last meeting. He added

i



that the Guatemalan army had begun a sort of rural pacification program 
but that- all the people knew that it yas nothing more than a superficial 
effort to lure them away from FAR. According to LIRING/3 Garcia remained, 
cautious in his comments throughout the conversation, and appeared gene­
rally phlegmatic in bis reactions to 1151^3/3*8 discreet attempts to eli­
cit inforaatinq, except at one point when LIREiG/3 mentioned the FAS pro­
paganda responsible at the University. According to LI1IKG/3, Garcia showed 
in terest in why LIRI3G/3 had brought up this person, stating that he hin- 
self di not personally know of such a person and commenting that he felt 
disseminating propaganda for FAR at the University would be a risky and 
counter-productive activity. LIRIKG/3 told Rowton that he stated to Garcia

ing Moreno and Valdes) and night have an opportunity to meet this person 
through then. Garcia counseled LI5IKG/3 against frequent contact with such 
a person, pointing out that sooner or later it would bring LIRIiiG/3 to th ■ 
attention of the Mexican police.

5. At vhe sane meeting LIRUiG/3 reported to Rowton that unfortunately his 
friend Sergio Valdez had not reappeared at his home as he had promised, but 
he expected him any day. LI5IUG/3 ventured the guess that Valdez was some­
how involved with the Guerrero and Sonora disturbances and sight even be 
out of town. Ee added that when he saw Valdez last, the latuer mentioned, 
in reply to URIKG/3’s queries, that ne was in touch with Gerard Pierre 
Charles, the Haitian, whom he described as burned ("quemado") and a present 
no more than a symbol of the resistance struggle in Haiti. Valdez added 
that both he and Carles were aware that they were being watched by the . 

Mexican police, and were acting more or less as decoys to protect persons 
doing core sensitive work. Valdez added that both he and Charles knew that 
his (Valdez') studio was under police surveillance and for that reason 
Valdez had cautioned U5IKG/3 not to visit him there.

6. URIKG/3 also reported that finally the Consulate had recontacted LI--------  
BIKG/4 and bad asked her to assist in the work that had been piling up. 
LIRING/3 recounted that sra. de Ponce, the (Safehouse) maid had left a 
message on 16 May, that the American Robassy had called LIRIRG/4 and asked 
her to drop by. LIRING/3 stated that both he and LIRING/4 realized at once 
that this was incorrect and assumed it referred to the Cuban Embassy. This ■ • . . I I ■
proved to be true since it was Araceli who had called. It burned out that 
Araceli had a, package of propaganda publications want to lijrring/3 from
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the Casa de Las Azericas in Havana, but that the real reason she wanted 
to see LIRIKG/4 was to tell her that she, Araceli, would be returning to 
Havana for another physical check-up, and that the Consulate would be 
again short-handed and she was sure that Enrique Cicard and Xiraval would 
appreciate any help, even on a parti-tine basis that LIRIfG/4 could offer. 
IIRIKG/3 assured kowton that LIRI2<G/4 would devote her mornings to doing 
whatever work they might assign her. Rowton suggested that perhaps it might 
be the proper time to reimburse LIRIKG/4 somewhat for her efforts cn be­
half of Rowton and LIRING/3. LIRIXG/3 replied that it would be appreciated 
by LLRILG/4,(espciall>’ since he had recently uporai&^her for the bill she 

had run up at Sears) but he thought it best to wait until she had actually 
begun to work.

1. During the period indicated LTFHAT traffic was reduced drastically 
sines LI3ING/3 was no longer residing in the safehouse with his sife and 
child. Several important conversations, howver, took place, prior t'o add 
after LIRING/3*s meetings with Ro»ton, revealing that during the first week 
of May,1967, 1IRING/3 was considering breaking off his relationship with 
Rowton, or at least cutting off contact on a regular basis. ?

i
2. In SAN 19 (5.2) on 8 May,1967t URIbG/3 tells his mistress Serta Wis- 
siger that he is doing everything possible to “liberate himsvlf" from “those 
people". He is obviously referring to Roxton since elsewehere be states that 
ho has lust talked to "scoo neonle" ( He talked to sra. aissicer at 1345 and 
had seen Roxton that morning from about 1000 until 1200). URZM/3 continues 
that he is "no longer interested."in their problems and has fulfilled every­
thing he had to do. He adds that he had told them that he will withdraw. He 
has to find another person to take over but he thinks even this may not be 
necessary. LT3ING/3 then informs sra. Wissiger that he has thought about ac­
cepting a position in Jalapa, and explains that he prefers to go to Jalapa 
for three months to "cut off this natter forever, this is, up to a certain 
point." .

3. LIRIKG/3 then placed a long-distance call to the Escuela de Artes Plasticas 
in Jalapa and spoke with a certain Rogelio Naranjo, apparently a teacher at 
the school. He indicates that he had seen sr. Naranjo on or about 1 Hay,1967» 
(probaily in Mexico City) and talked to him about the possibility of a Job 
at the Jalapa school. In the conversation LIRING/3 states that he plans to 
leave Mexico City at about 1400 on 11 May and arrive in Jalapa at 1800 that 
same day, so that he could be interviewed by the Dean on 12 May. LIRING/3 
apparently planned to return to Mexico City by the evening of 12 May, since hit 
next scheduled meeting with Rowt.n was at 1000 on 13 Kay,1967.;

4. In view of this unexpected development Rowton paid an unannounced visit 
to LIRING/3’s home at 1430 on 11 Kay, with the suitable excuse: that he wished . 
to give LIRIKG/3 samples of unassembled plastic flowers to submit to the Secre­

tariat of Coaserce and Industry along with his application fort an import li­
cense. To Rowton’s surprise LIRING/3 answered the door and gave no indication 
that he was preparing to leave on a trip. The table was set for lunch and LI­
RIKG/3 gave no sign that he was not serious in his intention to)press for the 
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• 5« At his meeting with ^owton, however, at 1000 on 13 Kayj1S67, LIRILG/3

(reported
revealed his plan to take the teaching job in Jalapa, es part ofjan overall 
reassessment of the situation and his relationship with Rowton
separately as a contact report), then UtIKG/3 mentioned this, Without any
elicitation cn the part of Rowton, he commented, "as I told you before".
Rowtcn dees not recall U2IKG/3 ever mentioning his intention to 'accept a
teaching pcsiticn in Jalapa, so he must conclude that LIR1KG/3 was attempting 
to smooth the matter over as best he could. In his "reassesszent“IIkH'G/3 
confessed that he was deeply disturbed over the fact that he had becone al­
most totally dependent upon Rowtcn financially and that he or his part had 
produced almost nothing concrete except "to make the picture mere confused". 
Ee stated that he had not, nor would he in the future, ask Rowton what his 
"ultimate objectives" were in his relationship with LIRIIIG/3, but he felt an 
acute sense cf guilt in accepting money for so relatively little results that 
he could interpret as useful to Rowton. He concluded that he wanted to work 
with Rowtcn acre or less as a partner, earning at least some part of the ex­
psenses involved. Ee explained that for this reason he had accepted the idea 
of the Job in Jalapa, despite the distaege involved and the relatively low 
salary ( net about 2,750 pesos per month). LIRING/4 later that day (13/5/67) 
confirmed this in a private talk with Rowton, stating that L/3 had thought of 
going to Jalapa but had finally decided against it, because "he did not want 
to break off his collaboration with Rowton." ■ •

6. Rowton feels that two factors contributed to LHI"G/3*s apparently strange 
behavior. Cne was the fact that Rowtcn had begun to express dcubts as to the 
veracity of his reporting, particularly concerning the false' birth-certificate 
and Bnwlque Morales. On 4 Kay, Rowton had said that he would prepare a series 
of questions to present to LIRIKG/3 on 8-9 Kay, so that he could clear up all 
the doubts in his mind ( this was done in anticipation of an SGSiTRL examina­
tion which did not materialize). Perhaps even more important, however, was 
the fact that as a result of UEI5G/4*s action, contact/b^we"^/^^ and 1/4 

was resumed suddenly and surprisingly cordially. L/3 confessed to Rowtcn that 
he vas perplexed by the eagerness of Raxiro Abreu to resume finest daily con­
tact and than he was taken so by surprise that it was difficult for him to 
understand what was happening. He explained that he was still not fully re­
covered from the hurt (lastimar) he had suffered at the hands of the 2S2 during 
his last trip to Havana, and,if it were not for Rowtcn, he would not have 
received Abreu into his home. ( It is possible that LIR2NG/3 suspects that 
Abreu'8 attentions sere to UHIBG/4 were more amorous than dfficial).

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7. SA-T^-I? (5.2) also repeals that LIEIKG/3 informed sra. Herta j’issiger that 
LIKEKG/4 definitely is suffering from leukemia and that he plans to take her 
to France for treatment. Sra. Wissiger offers to arrange an appointment with 
a Hematologist friend of here from Rochester, but LIEZ1G/3 cecLineSjEayirg 
that it is not necessary and would only alarm his wife. In his conversations 
with Howtcn 1IEIKG/3 has stated repeatedly that the final diagnosis is that 
his wife is suffering from hypothyroid and is taking adequate treatments lo­
cally. P.owton feels that L-IRING/3 in the ato?e conversation is using decep­
tion with sra. Wissirer to encourgge his love-affair with her (she stated in 
the same conversation that she was planning to visit Canada in the next few 
days), since it is common, knowledge that leukemia is fatal and that only tem­
porary relief can be obtained from treatments.

8. SAX-24 (3.0) appeared to be a mysterious reference to a Guatemala City 
contact of Enrique Morales ( Gastad Konstantinov or Konstantinov of Can tad. 
as it appeared on the transcript), but it actually is an innocent request 
on the part of LIHIXG/3 for the address of Constantine Gasdaglis of the Ind. 
Metaloplaatica Guatenalteca whom kowtcn had instructed LI3I7.G/3 tu have Morales 
meet wkixe in vuatenala City.

9. SAX-25 (8.5) in which 1I2IKG/3 mentions a meeting at 1930 and. asks "Mar to" 
to sign "any agreement that make", appears to refer to LIrfIJG/3*s art worn, 
smce the telephone numc-er 11—59—991 which Unl'G/^ called, has been traced 
to Sellas Artes. This is the only call U3IKG/3 has made since LIFEA2 covered 
was initiated and not previous mention has been made of a "Hario".

1. Sowton met with LIRII;G/4 at the safehouse f:-» 1015 until about 1100 
on 27 i»ay,1?67. The meeting had been arranged through LIRIKG/3 who ag­
reed with Sowton that it light be useful for Rowton to talk again private­
ly with LIRING/4 to encourage her to continue developing close1 ties with 
the local Cuban staff. j

2. LIRIL'G/4 received Rowton cordially and seemed genuinely glad to fee able 
to chat with him again. Howton congratulated her on the good work she was 
doing and said that both he and LIRIKG/3 felt she was contributing a great 
deal by simply resuming her work in the Consulate, r»2'>-=A') 
really did not like any of the people there but at least her wprk -was ap­
preciated since there was no one capable to tangling the passport office 
traffic. She added that sone changes had been unde, both physically in the 
premises and in the regulations since she last worked there. Specifically 
she stated that the offices had been, painted and redecorated aid new every­
thing was under lock and key, "even the rest rcons”. In reply to Rowton’s 
queries she added, that the Consul’s office behind the one where she worked 
was really a sitting room with no desk for work, and was used by Girard 
or Miraval for private discussions, "especially with pretty girls uco hap­
pened to core in". She then added that Miraval was a self-styled Lon Jban 
with his rind perpetually on women, even more than the average; Cuban. She 
indicated that she did not like Miraval because of his egotism and preten­
tiousness. Cicard, according to LIP.IKG/4 was more pleasant,"especially 
when no one else was around."

6. At the end of the meeting Rowton passed 500 pesos to URING/4 against
receipt for "services" and she signed in true nane without hesitation.
