Maspero is a forceful, dynamic and well prepared' leader. Argentine and 
ex-peronista he has more drive and is a better organizer than the others in 
CLASC. Besides ho offers CLASC a promise of bringing CTG into an alliance with 
theta, a feat which only he can accomplish. For Pico's taste MaSparo is too 
demagogic and ho doesn't like his anti-US and soft of cormlos attitude, however, 
Pico claims that Maspero lately is much more aware of commie danger. As Maspero 
is without doubt the most powerful single individual in CLASC r.nd as Pico positi 
is weak (hi s Federation is not created yet and ho has to be confirmed as Secretar 
General) ho sees no use of bucking Maspero especially as no organized and strong
