• LILYRIC properties Is carriedinthename of a real estate company 

which LIMOUStNEcontrols. This company owns several other prop­
erties including a major tract of land on the outskirts ot Mexico 
City which LIMOUSINEhasbeenholding for resale at a profit. 
However,his expenses on this property;have been heavy over the 
past year which has left his company in a very short cash position. 
LIMOUSINEdelayed sellingthis tract pendlngcoaplation of a high­
way which gives access to the property and increases its value. 
This highway is now complete andLIMOUSINE is working out the 
detallsofthesale of this property to a consortium of insurance 
companies which will construct a housing development.
