Ris monthly salary is about 60,000 old francs.

From his first marriage, he had two sons, Baseli (36 years old) who 
lives in Pdand and Lvibosir (34 years old) who lives in the USA.

Proa his second marriage with Jiartha..KASLY, born 9 September 1903 in 
DKM Poland, he had a third son Jean, born 22 May 1940 in Paris (12th arrondiesment) 
who chose a French nationality.

During the German occupation, GNYP who has been in France since 1925 went 
to work in Germany as a volunteer for the organization TOOT. Returning to France 
in 1943 he worked until the Liberation as a chauffeur for the "Legion SPEER " 
at Enghien Les Bains.

In 1944, with the liberation, he was arrested and interned at Fresnas 
for collaboration, but this detention was not followed by condemnation.

b. Antia KYCZYPQRIJK (according to GKYP his true nas® 18 
HYKYPCRETZ) was born about 1910. He is carried and had a wife and 
two children in lioginsk. Frier to 19^ he was a professor of 
Ukrainian and Vest European Literature at a pedagogical institute 
in Kier. KYCZYPOPUK left the USSR in 19^J froa 19*5 to 19^9 he 
warn in an International Refugee Organization casp in Salzburg, 
Austria j he has resided in France since 19^9.

b. The following details on GRY?’a and HYCZYPOfUK’s involvesast 
with Soriet intelligence were obtained by our source from GMYP and 
other Ukrainian emigres in France. During the period 1959 to i960 G3YP 
and Vasiliy HYAKUSHO, Third Secretary of the Soviet Delegation to UStSCO, 
frequently visited with each other at the Soviet Embassy and at GBYP’s " 
ap&rtrsent on 211 Rue de Bercy. At the end of 1959 GBYP introduced 
EYCZYFCRUK to MYAKUSHKO. MYAKDSJIKD asked BYCZYPOEUX to contribute literary 
articles to Soviet publications J it is not known whether KYCZYPORUK wrote 
any such articles. Early in i960 SYCZYPCRUK developed a persecution com­
plex and van confined to a sanitarium far a short period. G3fP, feering 
that KYCZYPOEUK night expose the QftP-MYAKUSHKO relationship, provided 
KYCZYPORUK with free Board end lodging in his apartment and with spending 
aansy, KXABMSWD dropped KYCZYPC.'dJK as soon as ths latter’s mental con­
dition becass obvious. In May I960 the Soviet Labasay advised HYCZYPORUK 
to repatriate to the U323 as soon as possible; and offered to help locate 
his family in the USSR. (As you already know, in October i960 the Soviets 
sent hYCZYPORUK a Letter reporting his family was not in Boginak. See 
attachment.)

5. There is a rumor in the Ukrainian emigre colony in Paris that 
EYCZYPOftUK has been a Soviet agent since about 19^9. This is based on 
hla close relationship with Josef (aka Osyp) KOZAK since 1999. KOZAK 
moved to Prance freas Munich in 1996. Until his expulsion in 1950 he 
was auite active in the Organization of Ukrainian Batlonalc/B&ndera 
(OUr/b) in France. He wan ousted from the CUR/b because of his excessive 
euricoity about CUK/b members end their relatives in the U33R. Subse­
quently it was learned that KOZAK was in ecctsct with the Soviet lYabassy 
in France. KEAK is presently residing at 26 rue Gaston JaiLLon, Vesines 
Chalette, Loiret.
