1914-22 - Journalist in Paris; 1922-28 - Diredtor of 
tho Press Bureau of the Greek Embassy in Paris; entered 
politics in the August 1928 elections underthe Liberal 
Party banner and electedDeputy fur Athens; Under­
secretary of the Navy (Plnstlras cabinet) 15 Aprll-18 Aug 1950 
and in 1952 a member of the Greek delegation to the UN 
General Assembly, filth sens ion,,New York. He remained 
In Greek politics upuuntil at least 1965.

A report from the 6th Service Command, ASF, ballas, 
Tqxas, dated 17 Apr 45, contained -the inforiuatibn<:that 
when: the Germans left CcphalbnlB, the ELAS forces7 took 
over police, custom:!, and nil Administrative duties of 
the island. The.Greek Government of Athens sent a 
commission h^ by fnu MAKAS to Ccphalonia and Corfu 
to sot up an administrate which he did but "did not 
beam to interfere or have any difficulty with the ELAS 
forces.” Tho MAKAS'mentioned may dr may hot bo identical 
with Leon MAKKAS. ' '

MAKKAS throughout his career has espoused tho idea 
of improving Greek-Soviet and Greek-BloC (particularly 
Eulgarinn and Yugoslav) relations. Eleftherla carried 
an article on 22 June 1956, in which MAKOS strongly 
urged, among other things., the betterment of relations 
with the Soviet Union and .referred ironically to the 
Govcrntiont’s "servile attitude” towards the Western 
allies in this connection.

July 1958 (in which organization be was closely asso­
ciated with Stomatitis HERK0URI5); the Governing Council 
of the Greek Peace Committee, January 1959, and others.
