4. Dr. Uctavian Rosu, who lives at Via Sardegna 42, is the editor of
HBollettino Huropeo, and head of the Horia Sima faction of the Iron Guard
in Ltaly. Rosu is elso representative in Rome of the Dacia Corporation,
with offices at Vie S, Nicolo da Iolentino 77

4. Rosu some time ago sebt up & promotion committee for & Huropesn~Rumeniasn
covement and affiliated it with the so-cslled Italien liovement for Luropean
Unity, directed by ralumbo. Very soon, however, Rosu revealed himself an agent
of the Iron Guaerd, interested in building up in Rame a loria Sima Iron Guerd
center, using the Comittee as a cover.

5. A branch of the American sponsored ¥ree Eurape broadcasting system, promotad
by the same group to wnich Palumbo and Reeu belong, will scon be initiated, using

5. Another enterprise, soon to be started, is a political-journalistic agency
which will publish a bulletin of information for the Italian press in which
the social program and the system of govermment of the countries beyond the

Iron Curtain will be attacked.

7. Lately many members of the Horia Sima faction of the Iron Guard have
infiltrated into the United States and Canada for the express purpose of
setting the stage in those countries for the enti-Communist political
activitiee which the Iron Guard has used in the pact, and which patriotio

Rumania finds herself today.

Tae real eénd prineipal purpose of this wrk, according +n those who maintain
contact in Italy and abrosd with the iren Uuard, is that of collecting money

in the United States for the support of Iron Guard centers in Lurope. In fact
it ig known that the real headquarters of the Iron Gusrd,with Horia Sims at

its head, is at present in Salzburg, fustris. Asgisting Sima there is a certain
Uircea Dimitriu who coordinates the work of the lron Guard in sustria, ltaly,
I'rance, and Spain. But it seems that Digitriu consentrates more on the internal
organization of the Iron luard than on its internatioral political program.

As far as the latter program is concorned, it has been placed by Sal:burg in
the hendg of Uctavian Kosu. The lattor, for purposes of cover, operutes behind
the facade of a Runanien association sponsoring the United surope wovement and
of the pseudo-business firm celled Dacla. in these enberprises, he is aided by
the wealthy Rumanian businessman, Constantin Uragan, who is the financial patrom,
snd the ltalian professor, Vier rauste valumbo, who is the moral patron.

It is possible that Rosu has conteots with Freemasonry. ltosu also is charged
with strengthening ties of friendship with the Faseists in Italy as well as with
those of fastern uurope,

The conter for the diffusion of Iron Guard propeganda in surope is iiadrid. wheve
a clique of the Irom Guard has cherge of the Rumanien section of the Spanish
National Redio. Tho leaders of this proparanda campaign sre Uhsorghe Usscatoscu
and surel Rautu.

It is particularly interesting to note that Radio Hadrid is one of the
broadcasting stations heard best in Rumania. Broadcaste in the Rumanian
language go oub every dey at 6245 pell., and into each broadcast there is
noven propagande for the iron Guard. This propaganda is justified by the
affirnation that only thus can the Iron Guard brimg it to the attention
